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Travis gave us some historical context this week regarding Peter’s second letter. It was written around 67AD and was likely written while he was in a Roman prison, just a short season before he would be executed. 

If you were in a similar situation and had the opportunity to write a letter to some friends or family, who would you write to, and what would you say to them? 
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Peter was writing to Christians to warn them of the false teachings distracting them from the Truth. We, too, have a lot of voices trying to tell us how to interpret the world around us. 

What are some of those voices, and how should we guard ourselves against what they are saying?

The Greek word for servant is doulos, which means slave. Why do you think Peter calls himself a slave to Christ before the more respectable title of Apostle of Christ? 

Can someone read Matthew 16:16-19? 
After reading 2 Peter 1:1 and these verses in Matthew 16, it’s clear that Peter’s identity was rooted in Christ. Why do you think it’s so important to have our identity deeply rooted in the presence of Christ? 
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Travis remarked that it’s essential that our identity be shaped in the presence of Christ. What can we practically do to ensure that is happening on an ongoing basis?
