In 1965, Rabbi Joseph Soloveitchik (Solo- Vite- Check) wrote a book called Lonely Man of Faith.

In it, he noted the differences between the two accounts of creation in the first 2 chapters of the Bible.

Both Genesis 1 and 2 present the creation of man, but emphasize different things. He called them the “two Adams”, Adam I & Adam II, and he thought that each Adam represented opposing sides of our nature.

Here’s what he observed.

He says that in Genesis 1, Adam I represents the career-oriented, ambitious side of our nature. He is very external. He wants to build, create, produce, and discover things in the world. He wants to have high status and win victories. Adam, in Genesis 1, is all about exercising dominion over creation.

Adam II, though, is internal. He longs for a companion, for love and mission. Even when he names the animals, its not so much an exercise of dominion, as a quest to relationally connect to a helpmate. He wants to have a deep inner character, a solid sense of right and wrong. Not to just to DO good, Adam II wants to BE GOOD. He wants to love intimately, to sacrifice in the service of others and live in obedience to some transcendent truth. 

Adam I wants to conquer the world, Adam II wants to serve the world. 

While I don’t necessarily subscribe to the Rabbi’s interpretation of the creation accounts, I DO think he illustrates something true about the human condition.
 
See, the rabbi argues that Adam I is not necessarily bad, in fact, much of who Adam I is… IS who we are called to be as human beings.

The thing is, we live in a world that over-nurtures Adam I, and leaves Adam II ridiculously malnourished. 

We live in a society that encourages great thought and effort about how to have a great career, but doesn’t spend much time articulating how to grow in moral character.

So, Adam I, gets stronger, and stronger, and stronger…while Adam II, who is all about character and inner virtue…is silenced and never allowed to grow.

Think about it in terms of Resume virtues and Eulogy virtues.
Adam I values Resume virtues. You know, the stuff that helps you get college scholarships, promotions, more money, more power. The outwardly, dominion-exercising type things. 

But Adam II values Eulogy virtues. The things people will say about you at your funeral.

And here’s the thing- most of us, if someone asked, “What matters most in life?” we’d say “Eulogy virtues. Of course. Adam II. Not Adam I.”

Because we don’t want people at our funeral saying, “Boy that Trevor, he sure did get a lot of diplomas.”

Or

“The thing I remember about Lindsey, is no one could cook like she could.”

Or

“Did you realize that she was one of the youngest CEO’s in the history of that company?”

I mean, those things are fine…but if that’s the sum total of how people see us…it just feels…empty. Vapid.

You know, we want people to say, “He loved people well.” …and not have to stretch the truth to say it. Or “I wouldn’t be the person I am today, if she hadn’t cared for me that way.”

At our funerals, we want people delivering Eulogies that have words like, humility, love, perseverance, peace, joy, …truth.

In short, we want people say, “He lived a life of exceeding beauty and deep character.” 

We want people at our funerals talking about WHO WE ARE…MORE than WHAT WE ACCOMPLISHED. 

Yet, even though that’s almost universally true… Our society is ridiculously skewed to build up ADAM I…and leaves ADAM II to fend for himself.

We spend so much of our time and attention on how to earn a living, how to present ourselves as strong people, and very little attention developing the inner person of character.

I’ll just give you an observation from my own calling. 

The very nature of what I do as a pastor is centered on building up Adam II. In some ways, I am an Adam II personal trainer.

Yet, even in being a pastor, Adam I is tugging at me to dominate, compete, conquer. 

Figure out how to bust the growth barrier!
How can I get more people to show up on Sundays?
How do we make our worship gatherings more attractive?

And none of those things are necessarily wrong…I just don’t want anybody saying at my funeral “Boy, Trevor really knew how to break church growth barriers!”

I could spend an entire year going to church conferences and reading books that focus on those very things…all making ADAM I stronger. 

All bringing accolades and pats on the back. ALL building my Resume virtues. 

[PAUSE]…and in the meantime DO ABSOLUTELY NOTHING about Adam II.

That’s one reason why so many pastors have moral failures. Because we have a society that rewards Adam I…and ignores Adam II. Our culture is built on Resume Virtues…even though what we really all want deep down, for ourselves, and for our neighbors, is to be people with strong Eulogy Virtues.

I want to give you a clear picture of what a person is like who gives time and attention to Adam II type eulogy virtues.

NY Times columnist David Brooks wrote a book called “The Road to Character” where he describes this person. See if this is the way you want someone to talk about you at your funeral

“Occasionally, you come across certain people who seem to possess an impressive inner cohesion. They are not leading fragmented, scattershot lives. They have achieved inner integration. They are calm, settled, and rooted. They are not blown off course by storms. They don’t crumble in adversity. Their minds are consistent and their hearts are dependable. Their virtues are not the blooming virtues you see in smart college students; they are the ripening virtues you see in people who have lived a little and have learned from joy and pain.

“Sometimes you don’t even notice these people, because while they seem kind and cheerful, they are also reserved. They possess the self-effacing virtues of people who are inclined to be useful but don’t need to prove anything to the world; humility, restraint, reticence, temperance, respect, and soft self-discipline.

“They radiate a sort of moral joy. They answer softly when challenged harshly. They are silent when unfairly treated. They are dignified when others try to humiliate them, restrained when others try to provoke them. But they get things done. They perform acts of sacrificial service with the same modest everyday spirit they would display if they were just getting the groceries. They are not thinking about what impressive work they are doing. They are not thinking about themselves at all. They just seem delighted by the flawed people around them. They just recognize what needs doing and they do it. They make you feel funnier and smarter when you speak with them. They move through different social classes not even aware, it seems, that they are doing so. After you’ve known them for a while it occurs to you that you’ve never heard them boast, you've never seen them self-righteous or doggedly certain. They aren’t dropping little hints of their own distinctiveness and accomplishments. 

“They have not led lives of conflict-free tranquility, but have struggled toward maturity. They have gone some way toward solving life’s essential problem, which is that… “The line separating good and evil passes not through states, nor between classes, nor between political parties either – But right through every human heart.”

These are the people who have built a strong inner character, who have achieved a certain depth. In these people, at the end of this struggle, the climb to success has surrendered to the struggle to deepen the soul. After a long life of seeking balance, Adam I bows down before Adam II.”

We’re reading through the book of 1 Peter right now and trying to understand what it means…particularly, what it means to be HOLY.

What we just read is a concrete vision of a person that is HOLY. Different. Set Apart. CLEARLY an instrument of God. 

Title Slide- “Building Your Résumé, Planning Your Eulogy: What the Second Adam Does to Create Adam II”- 1 Peter 1:18-2:5

The passage in 1 Peter we come to today is all about the Holiness of Adam II. In more ways than one. 

See, the Rabbi who hypothesized about Adam I and Adam II wouldn’t recognize this, but the Bible speaks directly about a Second Adam. It's another name for Jesus Christ. 

Today, I want you to understand the relationship between trusting in and believing Jesus, the Second Adam, and building up the holiness of Adam II. 

I want to show you how Eulogy virtues develop best for people who aren’t afraid to die.

1 Peter 1:18-2:5
For you know that you were redeemed from your empty way of life inherited from your fathers, not with perishable things like silver or gold, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of an unblemished and spotless lamb. 20 He was foreknown before the foundation of the world but was revealed in these last times for you. 21 Through him you believe in God, who raised him from the dead and gave him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.

22 Since you have purified yourselves by your obedience to the truth, so that you show sincere brotherly love for each other, from a pure heart love one another constantly, 23 because you have been born again ​— ​not of perishable seed but of imperishable ​— ​through the living and enduring word of God. 24 For

All flesh is like grass,

and all its glory like a flower of the grass.

The grass withers, and the flower falls,

25 but the word of the Lord endures forever. 

And this word is the gospel that was proclaimed to you.

Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice, all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and all slander.
2 Like newborn infants, desire the pure milk of the word, so that you may grow up into your salvation, 3 if you have tasted that the Lord is good. 4 As you come to him, a living stone ​— ​rejected by people but chosen and honored by God ​— ​ 5 you yourselves, as living stones, a spiritual house, are being built to be a holy priesthood to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 
 
Transition:
When you hear about Adam II, It can sound crushing. I know, believe me, when I read that passage from David Brooks’ book about the Adam II person…I immediately thought, “What’s wrong with me? Why am I not more like this?”

Today, I want you to see 2 realties. One is something very encouraging about developing Eulogy virtues. The other, is something very challenging. 

But my hope is,  that the encouragement this passage from 1 Peter gives us, will fuel us to better approach the Challenge of becoming Adam II with a whole lot of hope and expectation.

Here’s the encouragement and the challenge in one point.

1) Growing Adam II is natural, that doesn’t mean its easy.
I want you to note something about the way Peter writes about “being a Xian”.

He talks about being BORN a second time.
Isn’t that interesting?
Second Birth…into a new nature…a new person. 
Before you can grow Adam II, Adam II has to be BORN…

…just like before a child can grow, a baby has to be born.
1:23 & 2:2
Peter says to the church, “You have been born again & You are like newborn infants who need milk”

Additionally, look at the odd sort of strange organic metaphors he uses.

1:23 & 2:5
First, Peter says that God’s word is LIVING. 
Then, He calls the church a bunch of LIVING STONES being BUILT UP together. 

So those are 2 NON-ORGANIC Things- WORDS and STONES…that Peter calls LIVING because he wants to show you that the Bible and the Church are ALIVE. 

Back to 1)
So let me make this point simply and quickly.
The Scripture is ridiculously clear about it.

The way God changes you is natural. Its Organic. 
It happens from the inside out. 
And it starts with a birth. 
He births Adam II inside of Adam I as a New Creation.
And then naturally, Adam II begins to change the way Adam I operates.
Adam I slowly begins to bow to Adam II.

You know the opposite of Organic? Its Mechanical.

There are 2 ways to put a tree in your yard.
One, you can plant a seed. Tend it. Water it. Let it grow.

Then, over a long period of time, eventually, you have a tree.

THAT IS ORGANIC.

The other way is to go down to the nursery, buy a tree, and go plant it your yard.
Overnight, you can suddenly have hundreds of trees in your yard,…and a pretty hefty landscaping bill.

THAT IS MECHANICAL. 

The Scripture says that becoming that ADAM II person, is organic.
It's a seed in the ground. It's not trees delivered in a truck. 
Its not that you wake up one day and decide, “By God, I’m gonna be an Adam II person! I’m gonna do it! I’m just gonna decide to be a good person!”
That’s mechanical. There is no new birth. 

That is Adam I trying to build Adam II, instead of letting God BIRTH HIM. 

It's the spiritual and moral version of Frankenstein. You think if you can just get all of the right parts together, make all of the right choices, you can assemble a person with great eulogy virtues. 

But just like Frankenstein’s monster eventually killed him, so that mechanical Adam II you built by trying to do better…is eventually going to kill you.

All the guilt you feel for your failure…all the frustration for not living up to “holiness”…its going to eventually turn against you.

People cannot be made, they must be born.
The New Adam II cannot be made, he must be born.

YET…

Just because your new nature, the Adam II that’s chocked full of Eulogy Virtues, comes naturally…

…doesn’t mean its easy.

This is where a lot of folks get it wrong. They think that just because its natural or organic…Just because God has to do the work of birthing this new person…we think sometimes that it requires no effort.

Here’s something I hear a lot. 
“You know, I’d like to do your Bible reading plan, I’d like to be in a community group, …but I don’t want to have my relationship with God be a bunch of legalistic stuff. You know, I want to WANT to want to do it.”

First of all, you have a deep, tragic misunderstanding of the word “legalistic”.
Ok, Legalistic is not the same as Mechanical change.
Legalistic literally means “adherence to the law”.
In a spiritual context, it means that you are trying to curry favor with God by obeying his rules. 

So, when you don’t feel like reading the living word of God. 
When you don't feel like being one of the living stones of the church by going to a community group or listening to someone share in a D-group…and your worried that you are only going to do it for legalistic reasons…

…the answer isn’t to STOP doing it.
The answer, rather, is to be reminded that God has already given you all the favor and love and acceptance he can give you before you lifted a finger…when he sent his son to die in your place on a cross and then resurrected and said “Wanna come with?”

And you know how you get reminded of that?
You put your nose in the living word and you put your self in the a circle of living stones who will tell you ONE MORE TIME, “Jesus loves you. You are born again into a living hope. You are loved not because you read your Bible and show up with the church, but because God created you, saw you drowning in your own sin and had compassion.”

Look, there are a thousand things that are natural…but difficult.
TAKE CHILDBIRTH for example.
Or Parenting.
Or Marriage.
Or any sort of a relationship.

How about building muscle?
Muscle growth is “natural”. Right?

Yet, you will all agree, if you don’t work your muscles…they will atrophy. 
And its hard work to grow muscles. 
Its hard work to push a human being out of your body...but its natural. 

[Pause] And its hard work grow Adam II in an Adam I world.
…where we think a lot more about our résumés than we do our eulogies.

TRANSITION: The thing is, we often stunt our growth because we believe that if something about us changes…that its some sort of denial of our “authentic” selves. But…

2) Adam II is your authentic self, and he has to be nurtured.  
So our “mission statement” as a church is to Multiply Gospel Change. For Broken People. On Purpose.

I often find that people are most attracted to that middle clause.
“For Broken People”

Because there is something they recognize about themselves that they know is broken. And that phrase is a comfort to them. 
And often they’ve had a bad experience with churches in the past where they felt like they’ve had to cover up their sins and mistakes, act like they had it all together. 
They couldn’t be honest about how they had messed up, or been messed up. They felt like they had to pretend. Like the people of the church were not a safe people to confess their sins to.

And, I can identify with that. I grew up like that…and at least perceived…that the churches I was a part of were not about confessing my sin and brokenness…but hiding it behind nice clothes and not cussing or drinking.

So, there is no doubt, when you see “FOR BROKEN PEOPLE”…and it feels like a breath of fresh air…you are definitely interpreting that correctly.

We absolutely want to communicate that City Church is a people with whom you can be honest about how your sin and others’ sin against you has broken you.

But, here’s what often happens.
You want to believe the first statement only for other people.
“YES, lets multiply gospel change…for THOSE PEOPLE OUT THERE!”
But you only want to believe the middle statement for yourself-
“I’m Broken. Don’t make ME CHANGE!”
Because you don’t want to change. 
But you also don’t want to help carry the load for other broken people. YOU WANT TO STAy BROKEN…and you want everybody else to change.

How do I know this? Because you love to have someone listening to you about your brokenness, but as soon as the scalpel of the Word or the challenge of the church is applied to your cancer …to do what’s necessary to grow and change…you push back…or you leave. 

You complain  about how this isn’t a safe place. About how you aren’t accepted for being you. About how you shouldn’t have to change your ways, or preferences, habits, or marriages… we should just love you for you.

Back to 2)

First off, hear this, City Church. 
I love you. I wouldn’t be here if I didn’t. 
I have a budding career as an elementary school basketball mascot, and have about 467,000 ideas for YouTube videos that I’m certain would sustain my family for the next several decades.

City Church, I’m here because I love the LORD and I love you.
…and a function of love is NOT allowing people to stay the same. LOVE is FUNDAMENTALLY TO CHANGE YOU.
Think about having kids.
Would it be loving for a parent to try to keep their kid on the mental and emotional level of a 5 year old for the rest of that kids life. To not teach them to read or write. To not bring discipline to shape them and healthy foods to grow and nurture them. Of course not. TO LOVE IS to both accept someone as they are, but then to have a better vision for what that person is to become. 

If you believe love is leaving people in their brokenness, then you are not worshipping the God of the Bible. 
Yes, he loves us as we are…but a function of that love is to change us. To birth AND then grow the Adam II.

When you identify your true self as the one you are in the moment. The way you feel and think RIGHT NOW… and then resist any word or any person that challenges you to change…you are not an authentic human being.

Because who you are is not defined by how you feel inside at any given moment. 

See, often the way we feel is governed by Nature or Nurture.
By what we are genetically –OR- by habits and worldviews that we picked up from our environment.
AND WE THINK…that inner person that has been built by our genes or our environment. We think THAT person IS AUTHENTICALLY ME! 
But that’s exactly who God wants to change us FROM.

Let me show this to you in the text.
1 Peter 1:18

First, notice that Peter says that the gospel, the good news that Jesus died in your place…for your sins…that he shed HIS precious blood for you, means that you have been redeemed or literally “Bought back”,...from the empty, futile, way of life inherited by your fathers.

Well that statement “Inherited from your fathers” destroys our excuses about change. 
Because it covers both NATURE and NURTURE.

Sometimes our excuses to NOT change come from “nature”. I’m broken because of the genes I inherited. I’m predisposed to alcoholism, or lust, or theft, or deception.
I’m not arguing whether or not that’s real. I believe it is.
But you inherited that slavery. And Jesus’ death on the cross and his resurrection is buying you back from it.

NATURE is not an excuse to embrace your brokenness and sin. In your new nature…You confess it. You repent. And you go to war with it.

Likewise, some of us have bad habits and worldviews that are deeply ingrained from our family of origin…even traumatic events that shape the way even our brains work.

Jesus died to redeem us from the slavery of THAT too.
He doesn’t leave that as a category outside of the purview of his precious blood.

He wants us to change. Not because he DOESN’T love us for who we are…but because he knows our authentic self is MUCH BETTER than how we are living. 

1:22a (end at truth)
In v 22 he says, that as a Xian, you have “purified” yourselves BY obedience to THE TRUTH.

That literally means “purified your souls”. The Greek word is “psyche”.
By obedience to the truth…you have given birth to the PURIFIED PSYCHE…the TRUE inner person, the redeemed Adam II…

Think of that word “purified”.
Does that mean you are becoming MORE or LESS of your True self?

If I handed you two cups of water, and said, “The cup on your right is water from the sewer. And the cup on the left is purified water. Now, which water is more AUTHENTICALLY water?”

You wouldn’t look at me and say, “Oh that sewer water is fine like it is. Its just being its authentic self. Don’t shame it for not being purified water.”

Of course not. You’d look at that cup of purified water and say, “I know what water is supposed to be...at its core, 2 hydrogen atoms and one oxygen atom…nothing more, nothing less. There is nothing more authentically water than THAT. Its purified.”

And it would be an absolute affront to water to say, “But you know what, THAT…that sewer water…its NO LESS water than that. It shouldn't change. We should just accept it as it is. We shouldn’t seek to purify it.”

Look, if you believe that, then when you’re thirsty, go ahead and drink that authentic cup of sewer water.

Listen, the ADAM II that God wants to birth and grow in you is not an offense to your authentic self…any more than a water purifier is an offense to a cup of sewer water.

GOD is going to purify you, from the inside out.
But that means letting him in, from the outside.

Did you see Peter says, “you purified your soul BY your obedience to the truth.”

I cannot stress this enough. 
THAT DOES NOT MEAN LEGALISM. 
IT DOES NOT MEAN that you decide to obey all the rules and the amount of good you have done has now atoned for you sins.

Because the “Truth” that Peter is talking about being obedient to IS what he says in v 18-19.
The truth you are obedient to IS that your obedience doesn’t redeem you…only Jesus’ blood…his substitution for you on the cross. 

HIS BLOOD, not your sweat and tears, is THE imperishable seed that turns into ADAM II. When you believe and embrace that truth…you start to value Eulogy virtues more than Resume virtues…
because you have been shown in Christ what Authentic HUMANITY…and TRUE GODLINESS is. 

So, knowing all that…exactly how do you cultivate this New Inner person…How do we nurture and grow this ADAM II.

Here’s where the hard work of nurturing comes in... 
See, you can’t obey the truth of the gospel, you can’t be purified by it, shaped by it, changed by it…if you forget it. And we do. Often. So God has given us 2 beautiful gifts to keep the purifying truth ever in front of our forgetful faces. 

1) Read the Bible and Meditate on it.
1 Peter 1: 23; 25; 2:2-3
Peter says calls the Word living and enduring.
He says that other “organic” things, like grass…die.
But what God says, the promises he makes, the truth he declares…it keeps going, forever.

And God, proclaimed that GOSPEL, that GOOD NEWS to us…that he was going to birth a new person in us, recreate us into new ADAM II sorts of people.
Peter says, you don’t just need an initial taste of that, to come to some point of belief and then leave it behind.

No, you need to nurse it, like a baby nurses a bottle.
You should develop a craving for the word of God…because THAT is how ADAM II is going to grow up and mature.

You know, a lot of us leave the gospel behind. 
We think the gospel is some theology to be believed at one time, that sort of gets you a free pass into heaven…and then you can move on to other things.
But the entire BIBLE is centered on the gospel. ON Jesus death in our place and resurrection that promises to fix us, and fix the world. 

That’s why I say, you not only need to read the Bible, you need to meditate on it. 
The Hebrew word for meditate literally means CHEW. 
So, to grow the Adam II, I’ve got to YES read the word, but then I need to think about it. I need to ask it questions. I need to write it down, memorize it, journal it. I need to talk about it with people I know. 
If I’ve tasted the gospel, that God loves us so much he sent his son to die for us…Then I should be thirsty for more!

Mini-transition: Are you discouraged by that?
Because you’ve tried over and over to read the Bible and “get something out of it” but you can’t seem to make much sense of it?

Well, maybe that’s because you’ve isolated yourself. 
The Bible is not meant to be read in isolation.
Its meant to be read WITH other ADAM II’S

And that’s the other hard way that you grow ADAM II naturally. 

2) Love the church and sacrifice for her.
1 Peter 1:22 & 2:5
Peter says that when you meditate on the truth that birthed you,  that you develop a love for other people who have been re-born in Christ.

That’s why individual Xianity is such a lie.
See, there is a temptation to dismiss other people, and just keep your life you and Jesus…and people you get along with.

But the reality of the truth that rescued you, is that Jesus sacrificed and died for you, when you weren’t very lovable.
Likewise, we now should be willing to commit ourselves to others to do the same thing. 
And you know, the majority of the Bible is written to GROUPS of people, not a single person. And even the books of the Bible that are written to individuals, are written to help those individuals LEAD AND SACRIFICE for a group of people.

Listen, this is WHY we have community groups at this church. Because we’re giving you a small group of people to start the sorts of relationships where you are being built on one another, relying on one another, sacrificing for one another, reading and meditating on Scripture together.

IS IT HARD? YES!
Our schedules are crazy out of control. 
People are not easy!
TV IS SO MUCH EASIER.

But TV does nothing to help with Eulogy vitrues. 
Being in a discipleship group where someone can say to you- “Why is it that you keep chasing that girl, or guy?” Or “Why is your life so filled with worry and anxiety?” or “How does the gospel inform the way you are using your retirement”…

THAT, THAT will grow ADAM II.

So will doing that for other people. 

TRANSITION: I want to end with this reminder.

3) When Humans take God’s place, we died.
When God took Humans’ place, we were reborn.

There’s an old song from the 1980s by a group called the Human League. 
The name of the song is “I’m only human”.
And the chorus goes, “I’m only human, of flesh and blood I’m made. Human, born to make mistakes.”
You aren’t broken because you’re human. 
You're broken because you aren’t human enough.
Because you tried to be God.

The whole song is an excuse. The singer has hurt someone he loves, and he blames his humanity.

But humanity is not the reason we hurt people we love.
In fact, Like Rabbi (Solo- Vite- Check), just read Genesis 1-2 to see it.
You, as a human, are not “born to make mistakes”. 
You are born to image God.
You are born to be Adam II type people, full of eulogy virtues…virtues that look like the God that made you.

It wasn’t until Adam and Eve tried to be MORE than human…by listening to something LESS than human…that sin and death entered the world. 

They listened to the word of the devil, instead of the abiding word of their creator.
You know what the devil told them.
He told them to question God’s good word.
He told them they were meant to be gods themselves. And they could throw off God’s rule and be RULERS themselves. 
Honestly, the serpent in Genesis 3 simply over nutured ADAM I and ignored ADAM II.

And in ignoring the living WORD of God, they not only hid from God, they isolated and hid from each other…even blamed each other and God.
I’m only human. Born to make mistakes.

See, our problem is not that we are human…that’s what God created us to be. 
Our problem is that we try to be gods. 
We try to rule our own worlds.
We try to control who we are.
We make this perceived “authentic” self the one who calls the shots.

We try to prove our godhood by building up our career stats, our resume virtues. By dominating the people around us.

And that’s why God came in the flesh. In human flesh in Jesus.
We as humans tried to become gods…and failed.
So God became human…and succeeded for us.

Jesus Christ, God in the flesh, became the start of New Creation.
He lived life as the real Second Adam. 
A life of utter virtue, love, and sacrifice.
Yet, he died the death we were condemned to die for our rebellion against God. 
So that we could be born again. So that our ADAM II would come to life.

1 Cor 15:21-22
For since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead also comes through a man. 22 For just as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive. 
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
