Phrases from today’s hymn of praise, Praise the Lord! Ye Heavens, Adore Him will guide us toward images that embody          
segments of our worship service — praise, confession, proclamation and response.   
 
Today in worship we acknowledge the significance of Juneteenth. President Abraham Lincoln signed the Emancipation       
Proclamation on January 1, 1963 freeing all enslaved African Americans in the confederacy. However, because enforcement       
of the law relied upon the advancement of Union troops, the law was slow to take effect. Thus, Juneteenth, a federal U.S.         
holiday commemorating the emancipation of enslaved African Americans, was first celebrated in 1865 in Galveston, Texas.        
It has grown into a holiday that historian Mitch Kachun says “celebrates, educates, and agitates.” It is also known as America’s 
second Independence Day. President Joe Biden just recently signed Juneteenth into law in 2021.
