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Episode Synopses – Episodes 1-14 plus “Uncommon DJ”
1. HERMIE, A COMMON CATERPILLAR

4. BUZBY, THE MISBEHAVING BEE

Buzby doesn’t like the rules.  He thinks rules aren’t cool.  After getting kicked out of his hive, Busby builds his own and in the process breaks all the Garden Golden Rules set up by Hermie and the others.  Buzby breaks one of the biggest when he opens up a fence that releases a bullfrog, who traps everyone in the anthill.  Buzby realizes the consequences of breaking the rules and must save the others.
5. CHRISTMAS SPECIAL - A FRUITCAKE CHRISTMAS

The biggest event of Christmas is the eating of Grannypillar’s homemade fruitcake.  However, when the fruitcake turns up missing, everyone blames the town’s two greedy cockroaches, Iggy and Ziggy.  Hailey and Bailey show everyone the true meaning of Christmas and restore the town through a sacrificial act of love.
