Gov. Jim Justice has declared 
a State of Emergency for 8 West 
Virginia counties due to heavy 
rainfall that has caused significant 
flooding.

Counties included in the State 
of Emergency at this time are: Jef-
ferson, Berkeley, Morgan, Hamp-
shire, Mineral, Grant, Hardy, and 
Pendleton.

The Governor has authorized 
the use of all state assets needed 
and directed the West Virginia 
State Police and West Virginia 
Army National Guard to assist. 
The State Emergency Operations 
Center and Morgan County Emer-
gency Operations Center have 
been activated and are coordinat-
ing with officials in the declara-
tion area to determine their needs. 
Swift water rescue teams from the 
National Guard and other sur-
rounding areas are currently per-
forming emergency evacuations.

Brian C. Richardson, 35 of Gaithers-
burg, Va. was released from custody, much 
to the consternation of Special Prosecutor 
Betsy Plumer. 

Richardson was in Hardy County Cir-
cuit Court on Thursday, May 31 on charg-
es of violating the terms of his probation. 
According to the petition, Richardson 
tested positive for alcohol and failed to 
register a new residence with his proba-
tion officer.

Richardson pleaded guilty in 2017 to 
making a terrorist threat after he made 
threatening phone calls to Hardy County 
Prosecutor Lucas See, Assistant Prosecu-
tor April Mallow and several local attor-
neys. 

Plumer, the Hampshire County Pros-

ecuting Attorney was appointed to pros-
ecute the case since the Hardy County 
Prosecutor was a victim. 

The petition for probation revocation 
also included charges of sending threat-
ening text messages to relatives in North 
Carolina, but 22nd Circuit Probation Of-

ficer Brett Metheny said those texts were 
deleted and there was no evidence to sub-
stantiate the claim.

Metheny also said Richardson was ar-
rested for assault and other crimes in Har-
risonburg, Va. He has been in jail since

Tick in West Virginia

The National Veterinary Services Laboratories (NVSL) has con-
firmed Haemaphysalis longicornis (longhorned) tick’s presence in 
West Virginia. Ticks samples were collected from cattle on two sepa-
rate premises in Hardy County. These farms are located on the border 
with Virginia, approximately 100 miles from Albemarle County, Va. 
The tick’s presence was confirmed in Virginia last week by the Vir-
ginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.

Clearing rock slides, downed 
trees and repairing road washouts 
are not on the Hardy County Divi-
sion of Highways spring schedule, 
but that’s what the workers are 
having to do, in addition to their 
regular spring projects.

Hardy County Administra-
tor Bill Robinette and District 5 
Supervisor Lee Thorne said the 
spring has been very challenging 
when it comes to starting and com-
pleting project.

“We had some rock slides on 
South Fork Road and Trough 
Road,” Robinette said. “And there 
was flooding in Old Fields and 
the Bean Settlement/Skaggs Run 
area.”

Crews cleared a rock/mud slide 
about 11 miles from Moorefield 

on South Fork Road in mid-May. 
Then there was flooding which 
happened over Memorial Day 
weekend. Some parts of the county 
got 4” of rain in less than an hour. 

The weather has also effected 
the spring mowing and drainage 
ditch cleaning schedule.

“We can’t mow,” Robinette said. 
“When we can mow, we can’t mow 
as far off the road as we’d like to. 
The ground is just too soft.”

Paving projects have been de-
layed because of the weather. Al-
though paving Kimsey’s Run Road 
has been completed, still on the 
schedule are two sections of Sper-
ry’s Run Road.

“We will do Route 29 from Ar-
kansaw Road to Rio and then be-
low Rio to the Hampshire County 
line,” Robinette said.

A year ago we wrote about Olivet Cemetery and the 
fact that Moorefield’s cemetery was in need of finan-
cial help. That situation has not improved. 

There are a lot of reasons. The main income for Oliv-
et comes when someone needs a plot and buys one. 
Part of the cost of opening and closing graves goes to 
the Cemetery corporation. 

Most folks don’t realize that the cost of the plot 
doesn’t go very far and definitely doesn’t cover long 
term maintenance and care. Donations help, but there 
are those who don’t think it’s important to assist in 
cemetery upkeep once the family member is laid to 
rest. 

Many of those same family members also don’t 
spend any time helping keep the family plot looking 
nice. Years ago, families took care of their family plots. 
Today, not so much. 

In many cases, families live elsewhere and seldom 
come back either to visit the living or the deceased. It’s 
one of those family related chores that just don’t seem 
to get done today. In fact, we’ve noticed that many 
people today don’t talk about death, or the aftermath 
and as a result don’t consider their responsibilities for 
that dear departed’s resting place. 

Olivet has been a community cemetery since the 
1850s. Many of the descendants of those early de-
ceased have themselves been buried at Olivet or they 
have moved to other areas of the country. As a result 
there is no one left to take care of the grave sites and 
if there is, they probably don’t know about the empty 
coffers of a very old, but still in use, cemetery. 

Another aspect of cemetery funding is that in today’s 
world, many people want cremation and so they don’t 
purchase plots of land for burial. There may be an urn 
but it may be kept at home or in a garage or some-
where else. Olivet is meeting this need with plans to 
construct a columbarium, a structure which contains 
niches or spaces to store the remains. 

There will be some income from this which can be 
applied to maintenance, but there will also be the up-
front cost of the structure. There is very little grant 
money for community cemeteries and most local gov-
ernments don’t have extra cash to help either. 

What has to happen is for cemeteries to ask for do-
nations from the community, ask people to consider 
including the cemetery in a trust account or giving an 
annual contribution without having to be asked. 

It takes money to take care of the graves of our an-
cestors and family members. It takes money to reset 
headstones that are falling over. It takes money to 
keep the cemetery grass cut and tree limbs removed. 
It takes money to pay the salary to the two brothers 
who presently keep Olivet looking nice for such events 
as Memorial Day. And it takes volunteers who do help 
with the upkeep chores when lots of rain keeps the 
grass growing and the lawnmowers silent. 

Now, the question is, do you care about cemeter-
ies where your ancestors are buried? And do you care 
specifically about Olivet? We ask that you think about 
— and do something about — making a contribution 
to the Olivet Cemetery Company, 192 Olivet Drive, 
Moorefield WV 26836. 

By the way, there are other community cemeteries 
in Hardy County. We hope if that’s where your family 
members are buried, or intend to be buried, you will 
consider helping them as well.

Dear Editor,
I was reading the story about 

the Planning Commission meet-

ing (Examiner 5/30/18) and saw 
the last few paragraphs about Cor-
ridor H.

I see very little benefit to the 
residents of Wardensville with 
completion of the Corridor.  I am 
aware that some of my neighbors 
may end up losing their homes 
due to the construction and that is 
quite sad.

My understanding is that the 
Corridor is to connect with I-81 

and I-66 in Virginia.  Easier ac-
cess to Winchester would only be 
somewhat improved by any exits 
off the Corridor prior to its termi-
nus.  I make it from my home in 
Wardensville to Winchester in 45 
minutes.  I do not speed on WV/
VA 259 or US50 going to Win-
chester.  I have no desire to “chal-
lenge” law enforcement by doing 

June 2nd, 2018.  On a Satur-
day, here I sit in Moorefield wait-
ing to see if it will be necessary to 
close our Moorefield house sewer 
line valve which shuts off our line 
from the town’s lines.  When wa-
ter backs up on Town Run Road 
far enough, if valve isn’t closed, we 
can have a basement loaded with 
town sewage.

A package came for me in the 
mail yesterday.  Seeds.  Burpee 
seed company.  I still hope to get a 
few in the ground this year.  Most-
ly flowers.  I’ve pretty well given 
up on veggies.  Even have a flat 
of tomato, squash and cucumber 
plants sitting on Scoots bench at 
Big House’s back door at the farm.  
They’re still alive, but fading fast.

Not a seed or plant in the 
ground yet.  June 2nd.  Never been 
this late before in my life.  Hadn’t 
planned much garden this year, 
but I sure wanted more than I have 
now.  At this point if I can get a few 
tomatoes, I’ll be happy.

I contemplated a liquid garden.  
Garden produce that I’d drink in-
stead of eat.

Last fall I planted a cover crop 
to help soil tilth and keep odd 
weeds down a bit.  Pap mostly used 
Rye for the purpose.  I broadcast 
Rye.  A good crop.  I hadn’t gotten 
it all raked in, but still I got good 
coverage.  Last week, before latest 
rains, I decided it was dry enough 
one afternoon to get the tiller af-
ter it.  Four to five feet tall, grain 
heads six to eight inches, I start-
ed grinding.  Had to clear tractor 
power take off shaft twice when it 
wound up on universal joints.  Got 
it all down and chopped up except 
a fringe around the fence.

Pap raised rye for livestock feed 
besides garden cover.  He had a 

reputation for production.  A bin 
in our granary was sort of set aside 
for his rye crop.

Maybe sixty years ago, not long 
before Christmas, a knock at Big 
House’s back door.  Pap wasn’t 
home from work at the State Farm 
yet.  Mom said “Go see who it is.  
Just tell them your father (the vet-
erinarian) isn’t home yet.”

Dutifully I opened to a local 
man I knew pretty well, told him 
about Pap’s absence, then being 
neighborly, asked him what he 
needed.  “Need a couple bushels 
of rye.”  “I can get rye for you.  
What the heck you need it for this 
time of year?”  He paused, then 
said, “I want to seed my garden.”  
He said it in a tone of voice that 
shut me up, got me moving out the 
door to old granary.

Filled the wooden half bushel 
measure four times, dumped them 
into  burlap sacks, helped him load 
and sent him on his way.  “Tell 
Doc I’ll pay him when I see him,” 
sat ok with me because I knew he 
meant it.  I described the trans-
action to Pap when he got home.  
Pap grinned, said “ok” and I forgot 

about it.
Close to two weeks later I 

walked past the dilapidated, rusty 
cast iron kitchen range which sat in 
the breezeway corner near dug well 
porch, Pap’s leisure time throne.  
Old stove’s oven was special stor-
age space for Pap’s whiskey jug.  I 
noticed oven door was ajar.

I peeked.  A clean nearly brim 
full glass gallon jug sat just inside.  
I realized I was looking at Pap’s rye 
payment.  Early teens meant my 
pallet was a little young for what 
I later learned was doubled rye 
moonshine.  I left it alone, careful-
ly closed the oven door and didn’t 
tell a soul about it.  Pap generally 
kept a bottle of ‘Bonded’ to offer 
around, but when he was relaxing 
on his well porch, he sipped from 
the jug.

I thought about and remem-
bered all this while tilling my cover 
crop under.  I actually wondered if 
I could keep and harvest my rye.  
Most of all, I wondered if God still 
made men who could turn my  crop 
into good whiskey.

Virginia is working 
to widen the road to more than 2 

lanes each east and west to at least 
3 or more each way.  And as they 
do that, more homes will be built 
all the way to Front Royal.

I’ve got close to 80 years on the 
planet and I have seen a lot as far 
as “progress” is concerned.  Eisen-
hower wanted the Interstate High-
way System created to facilitate 
evacuation from the cities in case 
of nuclear attack.  That was over 
60 years ago and there has been 
no nuclear attack.  And if there 
were there just ain’t no way you’re 
gonna evacuate DC or Pittsburgh 
or any other major city.  The roads 
would be jam packed worse than 
rush hour traffic.

Since construction of Corridor 
H to Va is expected to take up to 
20 years with no actual start day 
posted, at my age I really do not 
have to worry about it.  But future 
generations will have to be con-
cerned about such.

Dear Editor,
Over the past few weeks, West 

Virginia college graduates walked 
across the stage to receive their 
diplomas.  While post grads have 
a lot to think about as they plan 
their next step, they often over-
look one important factor:  health 
insurance.

Recent grads who were on a 
student health plan through their 
school might lose their health in-
surance after graduation. And 
while some students have cover-
age through their parent’s plan, 

they will need to find their own 
plan after they turn 26.  

However, thanks to the options 
under the Affordable Care Act, 
recent grads can still get covered.

While open enrollment for the 
Health Insurance Marketplace 
has ended, some West Virginians 
may be eligible for a Special En-
rollment Period if they experience 
a qualifying life event such as los-
ing their current coverage.  Get-
ting married, having a baby or 
moving, among others, are also 
life changes that provide an op-
portunity to enroll.

Getting health insurance after 
graduation is essential.  Even if an 
individual doesn’t have immediate 
health problems, a sudden illness 
or broken bone could break the 
bank.   And luckily for those on 
a budget, many young people can 
qualify for financial help, to lower 
the cost of insurance premiums.  
In fact, almost half of young adults 
end up paying less than $50 a 
month.  Also, it’s important to re-
member that those without health 
insurance may have to pay a fine 
with their 2018 federal taxes.

As students prepare to gradu-
ate, there’s so much to think 
about, but health insurance isn’t 
something to put on the back 
burner. Those losing their insur-
ance have just 60 days to enroll 
before their Special Enrollment 
Period ends.

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Hardy County has been award-
ed federal funds made avail-
able through the Department 
of Homeland Security/Federal 
Emergency Management Agency 
under the Emergency Food and 
Shelter National Board Program.

Eastern West Virginia Commu-
nity Action Agency has been cho-
sen to receive $3,000, to supple-
ment emergency food and shelter 
programs in the county.

The selection was made by a 
National Board that is chaired by 
the U.S. Department of Home-
land Security’s Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency and 
consists of representatives from 
American Red Cross; Catholic 
Charities, USA; National Council 
of Churches of Christ in the USA; 
The Jewish Federations of North 
America, The Salvation Army; 
and the United Way Worldwide.  
The Local Board was charged to 
distribute funds appropriated by 
Congress to help expand the ca-
pacity of food and shelter pro-
grams in high-need areas around 
the country.

A Local Board made up of lo-
cal political officials, Eastern 
West Virginia Community Action 
Agency, local faith based organi-
zations and food and emergency 
shelter providers will determine 
how the funds awarded to Hamp-
shire County will be distributed 
among the emergency food and 
shelter programs run by the local 
service agencies in the area.  The 
Local Board is responsible for rec-
ommending agencies to receive 
these funds and any additional 
funds made available under this 
phase of the program.

Under the terms of the grant 
from the National Board, local 
agencies chosen to receive the 
funds must 1) be private voluntary 
non-profits or units of govern-
ment, 2) be eligible to receive Fed-
eral Funds, 3) Have an accounting 
system, 4) practice nondiscrimina-
tion, 5) have demonstrated capac-
ity to deliver emergency food and/
or shelter programs, and 6) if they 
have a private voluntary organi-
zation, have a voluntary board.  
Qualifying agencies are urged to 

apply.
Hardy County has distribut-

ed Emergency Food and Shel-
ter funds previously with Eastern 
WV Community Action Agency, 
Moorefield Action Caring (MAC), 
Old Fields Baptist Church, Crest 
Hill Church and Eastern Regional 
Family Resource Network. These 
agencies are responsible for pro-
viding emergency services, meals 
and emergency lodging.

Thorne said the bridge just pri-
or to Harness Road has been re-
paired so as not to need a weight 
restriction.

“We were going to post a weight 
restriction, but milled some of the 
asphalt off and took some of the 
weight off that bridge,” he said.

Other paving and repair projects 
include the following:

•Rig Road from the Rig Store 
south about 1.5 miles

•Upper Cove Road from down-
town Mathias to Middle Cove 

Road.
•Reynolds Gap Road bridge re-

placement will begin shortly and 
will continue through July

•Route 220 South at Durgon, 
bridge replacement will continue 
another six weeks.

•Corridor H - Mill and fill 
cracks from the East Moorefield 
exit to the scenic overlook.

“The Corridor H is a preserva-
tion project,” Thorne said. “It’s 
good cement, but it has gotten 
brittle. This is a new technology in 
West Virginia using scrub seal and 
micro surfacing. Charleston wants 
to try it here.”

Robinette said if folks see the 
road closed on a bridge replace-
ment project and no one is work-
ing, that means the concrete is set-
ting. “We have to let the concrete 
set and it could be up to 10 days,” 
he said.

Both Robinette and Thorne said 
the DOH is restricted by law from 
cutting trees that are not on DOH 
rights-of-way. The state right-of-
way on a county road is 15 feet 
from the center. “Once you in-
clude the shoulder and side ditch, 
you don’t have much left,” Thorne 
said.

“Like all those dead ash trees, 

we can’t leave the state right-of-
way to cut standing trees without 
permission from the property own-
er,” Robinette said. “Even if it’s 
clear it will fall on the road when 
it falls.”

“We also get complaints about 
limbs hanging over the road,” 
Thorne said. “Since this is bat mi-
grating season, we can’t cut limbs 
more than 3-inches in diameter 

above chest height. We can only 
cut those limbs between November 
and March.”

Thorne said property owners 
could assist DOH by taking care 
of the trees and hanging limbs on 
their property. “If they need help, 
they can call the county superin-
tendent and we will make sure the 
roadway is safe,” he said.

“We’ll be doing some minor 

paving and ADA curb ramps in 

Moorefield,” Robinette said. “We 

do those ahead of paving.”

Thorne said paving contractors 

are busy because of the Road to 

Prosperity projects and the weath-

er. 

“We’re also hoping the state will 

increase the maintenance budget,” 

he said. “That would help us a lot.”

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is in West Virginia. Livestock pro-
ducers and the public should take 
extra precautions,” said Commis-
sioner of Agriculture Kent Leon-
hardt. “We will be working with 
veterinarians throughout the state 
on how to handle outbreaks.”

In November of 2017, the Unit-
ed State Department of Agricul-
ture (UDSA), Animal and Plant 
Inspection Services (APHIS) first 
identified the longhorned tick in 
New Jersey. This was the first con-
firmed presence within the United 
States. West Virginia is the third 

state in which APHIS has identi-
fied the tick, indicating the distri-
bution is much broader than origi-
nally thought. APHIS is not aware 
of any direct links between West 
Virginia and Virginia or New 

Jersey. 
“Livestock producers, animal 

owners and veterinarians should 
notify the State Veterinarian’s 
office if they notice any unusual 
ticks, or ticks that occur in large 
numbers on an individual animal,” 
said State Veterinarian Dr. James 
Maxwell. “Livestock producers can 
work with their veterinarians to de-
velop a tick prevention and control 

program.”
The longhorned tick is non-na-

tive species to the United States. 
The USDA considers the tick as a 
serious threat to livestock. Heavy 
tick infestations may cause stunted 
growth, decreased production and 
animal deaths. This tick species 
is known to carry several diseases 
prone to affect livestock and hu-
mans alike, some of which are not 
prevalent in the United States.

“This tick has been associated 
with bacterial and viral tickborne 
disease in other parts of the world,” 
said Miguella Mark-Carew, Direc-
tor of 

Epidemiology and Prevention 
Services for the West Virginia 
Department of Health and Hu-
man Resources, Bureau for Public 
Health. “Like deer ticks that trans-
mit Lyme disease, longhorned ticks 
are very small and can be difficult 
to find on people and animals. It is 
important to conduct full-body tick 
checks when returning from time 
outdoors in wooded areas.” 

The West Virginia Department 
of Agriculture (WVDA) is work-
ing with the West Virginia Depart-
ment of Health and Human Re-
sources (DHHR), West Virginia 
Department of Natural Resources

Tick

Taking advantage of legislators’ 
return to Charleston for the first 
three-day legislative interim meet-
ings of the year, Gov. Jim Justice 
used the opportunity to call a brief 
special session on May 21-22.

However, the special session 
call may have been more notable 
for what it didn’t include than 
what it did.

Justice did not include legisla-
tion to create a state-managed 
banking system needed to proceed 
with the state’s medical marijua-
na law, which is set to go into ef-
fect July 1, 2019– even after House 
Democrats launched an on-line 
petition urging him to add the bill 
to the agenda.

State Treasurer John Perdue has 
notified the governor and legisla-
tors that without the legislation, 
banking institutions that do busi-
ness with the state will not handle 
financial transactions involving 
medical marijuana – including 
application fees for licenses to 
become growers, processors, or 
dispensaries that the state had in-
tended to begin accepting shortly.

Although the two-day special 
session ended without addressing 
the matter, legislators were at-
tempting to take the rare step to 
petition themselves into special 
session. Under the state Constitu-
tion, the governor is obligated to 
call the Legislature into session 
if 3/5ths of the members of both 
houses demand it.

Before the session ended, Sen. 
Mike Romano, D-Harrison, dis-
played a petition with the nec-
essary 21 senators’ signatures, 
while Delegate Mike Pushkin, 
D-Kanawha, was attempting to 
secure the signatures of 60 del-
egates.

“I would think the governor 
would take this as a clear sig-
nal, and call us in,” Pushkin said. 
“The fact the Senate was able to 
get 3/5ths of its members to sign, 
and we’re getting close to 3/5ths 
should alert the governor that this 
is a pressing issue that needs to be 
addressed.”

House Speaker Tim Armstead, 
R-Kanawha, has argued that pas-
sage of a state law setting up a

state banking system to handle 
marijuana transactions would not 
resolve federal banking laws that 
bar those transactions.

Another issue left off the gov-
ernor’s call was any proposal to 
amend the state’s new sports bet-
ting law to pay a portion of wagers 
to professional sports leagues in 
the form of an integrity fee.

While the Legislature soundly 
rejected the fee when passing the 
sports betting bill in the regular 
session, Justice has continued to 
advocate for it, even staging a con-
troversial closed-door stakehold-
ers meeting at state Lottery head-
quarters to try to work out a deal.

“I think there’s real benefit al-

ways to partnering with people, 
rather than fighting with people,” 
Justice said at the time, dismiss-
ing talk of potential conflicts of 
interest since his Greenbrier re-
sort hosts NFL and NBA training 
camps as well as a PGA Tour golf 
tournament as being “so much 
garbage.”

With those issues off the ta-
ble, legislators passed nine bills 
in the special session, the most 
notable creating a new Depart-
ment of Arts, Culture and History 
(HB101).

Passage of that bill came exactly 
72 days after the Legislature voted 
to eliminate the Department of 
Education and the Arts, leading 
some legislators to question if they 
were replacing one bureaucracy 
with another.

However, proponents of the 
governor’s proposal said the bill 
merely elevates the current com-
missioner of Culture and History 
into a new title of curator of Arts, 
Culture and History, with no in-
crease in salary or new staff.

“The governor wanted to make 

it very clear that the arts has a 
strong voice in his administration, 
and that’s what this legislation is 
trying to address,” said House Ed-
ucation Chairman Paul Espinosa, 
R-Jefferson.

The new legislation creating 
the Department of Arts, Culture 
and History takes effect on June 
8, the date that the Department 
of Education and the Arts will be 
dissolved, under HB4006, which 
passed the Legislature on March 
10.

That led some legislators to 
question whether the elimina-
tion of Education and the Arts 
was more about politics than cost 
savings, since at the time the bill 
passed, the department secretary 
was Gayle Manchin, wife of U.S. 
Sen. Joe Manchin, D-W.Va., who 
is up for re-election this fall.

“It makes one wonder if it was 
just aimed at the head of the de-
partment we eliminated,” Pushkin 
commented.

Other legislators raised con-
cerns whether the Educational 
Broadcasting Authority and the 

state Library Commission, which 
were set to become independent 
executive branch agencies on June 
8, would be placed under the new 
bureaucracy.

Proponents, however, said that 
under the new law, the Depart-
ment of Arts, Culture and History 
will simply provide administrative 
support to the two agencies, and 
that they will otherwise remain 
independent, and will retain their 
own governing boards.

The bill passed the House 73-20, 
and passed the Senate 28-1, with 
Sen. Ed Gaunch, R-Kanawha, the 
lone “no” vote.

Legislators also passed a bill 
making a new law increasing death 
benefits for beneficiaries of emer-
gency personnel killed in the line 
of duty from $50,000 to $100,000 
retroactive to Jan. 1 in order to 
benefit the families of two mem-
bers of the Pratt Volunteer Fire 
Department killed in March in 
an accident while responding to a 
wreck on the West Virginia Turn-
pike (HB102).

West Virginia has more than 
1,000 listings in the National Reg-
ister of Historic Places, the official 
list of the nation’s historic places 
worthy of preservation. To show-
case those sites, districts and ar-
eas, the State Historic Preserva-
tion Office (SHPO) of the West 
Virginia Division of Culture and 
History (WVDCH) is introducing 
an updated copy of “Historic West 
Virginia.” This nearly 300 page 
soft-cover book includes brief in-
dividual descriptions of West Vir-

ginia’s historic resources listed in 
the National Register.

The new publication updates 
the first book, printed in 2000, 
and features 17 areas of interest. 
These include Civil War in West 
Virginia, Farms and Barns, Afri-
can American Resources, Coal 
Heritage, Railroads, Women’s 
History, New Deal Resources and 
National Historic Landmarks. 
Each is complete with a map 
showing where the resources can 
be found in West Virginia.

“In the pages of this book, you 
will find that West Virginia’s his-
toric resources stories are as di-
verse as its people,” said Randall 
Reid-Smith, WVDCH commis-
sioner. “Every site, building and 
district helps tell a story and cel-
ebrate our history.”

“People can connect to historic 
resources through their character 
and setting as well as the stories 
they tell and the memories they 
make,” said Susan Pierce, Deputy 
State Historic Preservation Offi-

cer. “We are proud that West Vir-
ginia is so well represented in this 
national historic preservation pro-
gram which helps us identify, eval-
uate and protect America’s histor-
ic and archaeological resources.”

The book will be provided to 
public libraries, schools, historic 
societies and historic landmark 
commissions. Copies of the soft 
cover book are available at no cost 
from the State Historic Preserva-
tion Office, WV Division of Cul-
ture and History.

“He will admit to the drinking 

and he moved without permis-
sion,” said Richardson’s attorney 
Brian Vance. 

“I will find he is in violation of 
his probation,” Judge C. Carter 
Williams said. “He tested positive 
for alcohol and he failed to report 
his new address. This is his first vi-
olation. He has already served 80 
days. He will be released today.” 

According to state statute, the 
penalty for a first probation viola-
tion is 60 days in jail.

“Given the underlying matter 
and the pending charges, I believe 
he is a danger to society,” Plumer 
said.

“He hasn’t been convicted of 
any crime,” Vance said. “I believe 
it is premature to hold him because 
he is charged.”

When Plumer objected again, 
Williams said he had no choice but 
to release Richardson. “You are 
free to file an amended petition, 
but at this point, what choice do I 
have?” Williams asked.

In granting his release Williams 
ordered Richardson to go back to 
his parents’ home in Gaithersburg, 
report to Hardy County probation 
office weekly, appear to answer the 
pending charges in Virginia, return 
to Hardy County court on June 12 
and surrender his cell phone. 

Williams noted the prosecu-
tion’s objections.

Angela White, 31, of Moore-
field, was remanded to jail after 
she violated the terms of her bond.

White was arrested, released on 
bond on March 16 and referred to 
the Day Report Center. 

According to Leslie See, case 
manager with DRC, White has not 
reported as ordered four times and 
has five positive drug tests. 

White’s attorney, Karen Gar-
rett, argued White has a job pend-
ing with American Woodmark and 
is enrolled in college. “We would 
request home incarceration,” Gar-
rett said.

“She can’t stay off drugs,” Pros-
ecuting Attorney Lucas See said.

Williams remanded White to 
jail, but said he would consider 
bond on June 12. 

Carl J. Smith, 23, of Moorefield 
was sentenced to two consecutive 
terms of not less than two years 
and not more than 10 years. Smith 
pleaded guilty to two counts of at-
tempting to operate a clandestine 
drug laboratory. 

Smith’s attorney, Karen Garrett, 
submitted paperwork that indicat-
ed he was eligible and was accept-
ed into the Drug Court Program. 
“Mr. See objects to his participa-
tion in Drug Court,” Garrett said.

“We believe he has a drug prob-
lem and has been found eligible 
and we believe that would be the 
best.”

Smith’s mother, Rachel Smith, 

testified her son has taken respon-
sibility for his actions, has been go-
ing to church since incarcerated 
and needs help. “If he doesn’t do 
what he’s supposed to do and man 
up, he’ll go to the penitentiary,” 
she said.

“Did you realize he was making 
meth in your home?” See asked.

“No,” Rachel Smith replied.
“Did you know he was endan-

gering two juveniles and selling 
drugs?” See asked. “How old are 
the two children?”

“They are 4 and 10,” Rachel 
Smith answered. “No, I didn’t 
know.”

Addressing the court, See said. 
“Mr. Smith not only endangered 
the public, he endangered two ju-
veniles. I ask that you send him to 
the penitentiary, that the terms run 
consecutively. We need to send a 
message, you go to jail if you make 
meth in Hardy County.”

Judge Williams noted Smith has 
served 290 days and will be given 
credit for that time. 

“I would like to consider the 
Drug Court alternative,” Williams 
said. “Counsel can file a motion 
for reconsideration. I will tell you, 
I won’t consider anything until he 
serves a year.”

Coleman Coppe-Strawder, 36, 
of Moorefield was sentenced to 
two consecutive  terms of not less 
than one year and not more than 
10 years in prison. Coppe-Strawder 
pleaded guilty to two counts of 

forgery. 
Attorney Brian Vance argued 

Coppe-Strawder had been on pro-
bation since October 2017 with no 
complaints and no positive drug 
screenings. “He is working and 
is making restitution payments,” 
Vance said. “We ask for proba-
tion.”

“Our goal is to make the vic-
tims whole,” Prosecutor See said. 
“You’ve always said if you can 
make it on bond, it’s a good indica-
tor you can make it on probation. 
I would ask a special condition 
would be he write a letter of apol-
ogy to each of the victims.”

There were three victims of the 
forgery, according to court docu-
ments. The restitution totals al-
most $1,200.

“Given the fact that he needs to 
be employed to make restitution, I 
will suspend the sentence and or-
der Mr. Coppe-Strawder to seven 
years probation,” Judge Williams 
said. “In addition to court costs 
and attorneys fees, I’m also order-
ing he write a letter of apology to 
each of the victims to be approved 
by the probation officer before 
mailing.”

With swallowing disorders affect-
ing 300,000–600,000 people yearly 
in the United States, and the impact 
of these disorders on daily life mul-
tifaceted and potentially severe, it 
is critical that all Americans under-
stand the treatment options avail-
able to them should they or a loved 
one experience difficulty swallow-
ing.

Swallowing disorders, also called 
dysphagia, can affect a person’s 
ability to eat, drink, and take medi-
cine. These disorders are diagnosed 
and treated by speech-language pa-
thologists. 

“A person’s ability to swallow 
seems effortless, but in reality, this 
is a very complex process with much 
room for error,” explains Grant 
Memorial Hospital based speech-
language pathologist Laura Hon-
aker. “Roughly 50 pairs of muscles 
and many nerves work to receive 
food into the mouth, prepare it, and 
move it from the mouth to the stom-
ach. People who experience difficul-
ty swallowing can be at risk for se-
rious health repercussions, reduced 
enjoyment of eating, and even social 
isolation—given that so many social 
interactions, celebrations, and holi-
days largely revolve around food. 
It’s important for people to know 
that treatment for these disorders 
is available and can greatly improve 
their quality of life.”

Swallowing disorders are often 
caused by stroke or brain injury, 
Parkinson’s disease, multiple scle-
rosis, Alzheimer’s disease, and amy-
otrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS). 

They can also result from problems 
that affect a person’s head or neck, 
such as cancer, injuries, or surgery. 
Some of the signs of a swallowing 
disorder include coughing during 
or right after eating, wet or gurgly 
sounding voice, feeling like food is 
stuck in one’s throat, and pain or 
discomfort during eating or drink-
ing. 

In evaluating a patient for a po-
tential disorder, a speech-language 
pathologist will observe how a per-
son’s muscles work when they swal-
low. They may perform special tests 
to see inside a patient’s throat. 
Treatment may include specialized 
exercises to improve muscle move-
ment, positions or strategies to help 
the person swallow more effectively, 
and specific food and liquid textures 
that are easier and safer to swallow.

“We want people to know that in 
many cases, treatment can help fully 
restore a person’s ability to eat and 
drink—allowing them to enjoy food 
to the degree they did prior to in-
jury or disease. This may be the case 
even if they begin on a modified diet 
of special food. The goal is for this 
to be a temporary situation.”

Bob Tipton, Director of the 
West Virginia Governor’s Highway 
Safety Program (GHSP) urges driv-
ers to practice safe driving habits 
as more highway work zones pose 
greater challenges to drivers dur-
ing the ongoing road construction 
season.

“Drivers may be seeing more 
orange and white safety barrels 
now that road crews are out in 
full force,” said Tipton. “Everyone 
needs to be involved in keeping our 
roadways, and especially our work 
zones, safe.”

According to the Federal High-
way Administration, in 2015 there 
were an estimated 96,626 crashes in 
work zones nationwide, an increase 
of 7.8% over 2014. This continues 
a rise in work zone crashes since 
a low of 67,887 in 2013, a 42% in-
crease since 2013.

On average, in 2015:
A work zone crash occurred once 

every 5.4 minutes.
Every day, 70 work zone crashes 

occurred that resulted in at least 
one injury.

Every week, 12 work zone crash-
es occurred that resulted in at least 
one fatality.

“Following a few simple steps 
will help keep drivers, passengers, 
and our highway work crews safe 
in construction zones,” Tipton 
continued. “Hopefully, these steps 
will help drivers avoid traffic from 
being backed up. But more impor-
tantly, we hope to see the number 
of crashes and fatalities decline.”

 Tipton advises all drivers to ob-
serve the following recommenda-
tions while driving in construction 
zones:

Expect the unexpected. Normal 
speed limits may be reduced, traf-
fic lanes may be changed, and peo-
ple may be working on or near the 
road.

Slow down. Speeding is one of 
the major causes of work zone 
crashes. Drivers in West Virginia 
should remember that the fine is 
doubled for drivers who are speed-
ing in a work zone.

Stay alert and minimize distrac-
tions. Dedicate your full attention 
to the roadway and avoid using cell 
phones or changing radio stations 
while driving in a work zone. Using 
a cell phone while driving is a pri-
mary offense in West Virginia; the 
fine for a first-time offense is $100.

Don’t tailgate. Keep a safe dis-
tance between you and the car 
ahead of you. The most common 
crash in a highway work zone is the 
rear end collision. So, don’t tail-
gate.

Keep a safe distance between 
your vehicle and the construction 
workers and their equipment. The 
highway is a workplace for thou-
sands of men and women.

Pay attention to the signs. The 
warning signs are there to help 
you and other drivers move safely 
through the work zone. Observe 
the posted signs until you see the 
one that indicates the end of the 
work zone.

Obey road crew flaggers. The 
flagger knows what is best for mov-
ing traffic safely in the work zone. A 
flagger has the same authority as a 
regulatory sign.

Keep up with the traffic flow. 
Motorists can help maintain traf-
fic flow and posted speeds by merg-
ing as soon as possible. Don’t drive 
right up to the lane closure and 
then try barge in.

Plan ahead. Schedule enough 
time to drive safely and check ra-
dio, TV, and websites for traffic in-

formation. Expect delays and leave 
early so you can reach your destina-
tion on time.

Be patient and remain calm. 
Work zones aren’t there to person-
ally inconvenience you. Remember, 

the work zone crew members are 
working to improve the road and 
make your future drive better.

Wade Armentrout earned his 350th career 
victory as the Yellow Jackets rallied from 
a 4-nil deficit to defeat Class AA Frankfort 
6-5 in a state tournament tune-up game at 
George Hott Field on Memorial Day.

Ò ThatÕ s a credit to the players. It takes a 
lot of effort on their part and support from 
parents and assistant coaches, those are the 
guys that make all that happen,” Moorefield 
Coach Wade Armentrout remarked.

Ò I didnÕ t remember it, but coach said the 
300th win was against Frankfort also and I 
think the 200th win as well, so every time 
we’re on the nines, I’m going to schedule 
them. Coach Miller is a great guy. I really 
appreciate him reaching out to us to play. I 
wish them a lot of luck, they have a fantastic 
program and a great opportunity to make it 
to the state tournament. ItÕ s nice that we can 
represent this area. It’s a great privilege and 
honor to make that, because both of us have 
to play really good teams in the region. You 
earn the right to get there. It’s not an easy 
path. We are hoping for two more wins, then 
we can celebrate.”

This is the third milestone victory coming 
against the Falcons during Coach Armen-
troutÕ s career: 200, 300 and 350.

There was no celebration shower for this 
milestone victory and Coach Armentrout 
was fine with that not happening again be-

fore the state tournament.
Coach Armentrout improved his career 

record to 350-176 in his 19th season at the 
helm, but remains focused in the hopes of 
adding two more wins in Charleston this 
weekend.

No. 4 Class A Moorefield and No. 4 Class 
AA Frankfort needed a game to prepare for 
the state baseball tournament in Charleston, 
so the teams joined forces to work on their 
pitching, batting and defense.

“It means a lot for us to keep playing. You 
don’t want a big layoff this time of year. You 
want to see live pitching and have real game 
situations,” Coach Armentrout commented.

Ò You can only do so much of that in prac-
tice, so it was great for us to have this op-
portunity. I thought we had some good at-
bats and our swings were good. We weren’t 
very productive in the first inning, stranding 
a couple baserunners and thatÕ s the differ-
ence in winning close ball games and beating 
good teams. You might not get a lot of hits, 
but you’ve got to have timely hits and have 
productive at-bats. We did that in one inning 
and that happened to be enough.”

The Yellow Jackets (21-9) will face top-
seed Charleston Catholic (25-11) in the first 
round of the Class A state tournament on 
Friday at 5:00 p.m. and the Falcons (23-6) 
will meet Wayne (25-4) in the Class AA ses-
sion on Friday around 12:45 p.m.

Moorefield pitcher Blake Watts had his 
fourth pitch hit by Frankfort leadoff batter 
Zack Whitacre sending a line drive to short-

stop Isaac Van Meter for the catch.
The Falcons got a baserunner as Caleb 

Hare took a full-count pitch into the left 
field gap for a single, then a fly ball by Foster 
Conis was called and caught by Moorefield 
centerfielder Jake Ours and Watts struck out 
Blake Wasson after a stolen base to end the 
side.

Frankfort starting pitcher and Kent State 
University-commit Blake Wasson had his 
second pitch taken by Moorefield leadoff 
batter Brent Moran into right field where the 
ball was caught by Brendan Whiteman.

Wasson issued a walk to Moorefield’s 
Grant Keller before notching a full-count 
strikeout on Blake Watts.

Jake Ours singled into center field and 
Hayden Baldwin drew a free pass to load 
the bases for the Yellow Jackets, but Was-
son fielded a grounder by Isaac Van Meter 
to deny a run.

In the top of the second inning, Frank-
fort’s Wyatt Yates grounded out to Watts on 
the mound with the throw to first baseman 
Matt Mongold.

Whiteman rocketed a shot which ap-
peared to be going into left field, but Moore-
field shortstop Isaac Van Meter stopped its 
momentum at the edge of the grass causing it 
to ricochet to side by a yard giving Whiteman 
enough time to reach base. 

An attempted pickoff went awry as the 
ball slipped by Mongold and Whiteman ad-
vanced to second base.

hitter Grant Keller reached base 
on an error by Maroon Knights 
second baseman Patrick Brown 
taking a knee to stop the ball and 
it skipped past his glove.

A sharp grounder by Yellow 
Jackets junior Blake Watts was 
bobbled by Wheeling Central 
Catholic shortstop Bryan Courts, 
who launched an off-balanced 
throw past the leap of Brown pro-
viding enough time for Moran to 
score on the play, 1-0 nil.

Stutler would return the favor 
splashing two cups of water on 
Haggerty during an interview later 
on in the evening.

There was a cooler full of water 
minutes later which would be used 
to drench coach Armentrout.

Moorefield had four play-
ers selected to the Class A State 
Baseball All-Tournament team: 
Garett Haggerty, Hayden Bald-
win, Isaac Van Meter and Blake 
Watts joining Wheeling Central 
Catholic players Logan Wells, 
George Cupp and Doug Clark, 
plus Ravenswood’s Chase Swain 
and Ethan Mahan and Charleston 
Catholic’s Marshall Pile.

Class AAA Hurricane won 
its third state championship and 
Class AA Bridgeport made a fifth 
straight title win.

The Yellow Jackets had a team 
meeting in the dugout after the 
trophy presentation and photos 
for each player were taken, then 
the fans had an opportunity to 
embrace the squad in the stands.

The local team reporter wore 
yellow socks and was told to never 
wash them again and not to wear 
green all of next year for the Yel-
low Jackets games.

Moorefield returned to Hardy 
County with the hardware which 
was the tenth overall team state 
championship in school history as 
the football team won six times, 
baseball thrice and boys basket-
ball once.

Brendan Lanham entered the 
game for the Irish as the pitcher 
switching from right field an forced 
Watts into a pop-up caught by 
catcher Dominic Martin.

After a strikeout to Jake Ours, 
Baldwin singled into center field 
with Caden Kimble entering as a 
pinch runner and Van Meter sin-
gled into the left center gap before 
being stranded on a strikeout to 
Lane Ours.

Haggerty finished the game 
pitching a strikeout to Martin, then 
Moran caught a pop-up by Combs 
and Haggerty fielded a grounder 
by Hufford for the final out throw-
ing to Watts to earn a spot in the 
state championship by ousting top 
ranked Charleston Catholic.

He pounded the zone both with his 
fastball and was able to throw his 
curveball for strikes. He kept our 
guys off-balanced changing eye lev-
els. When we did put the ball into 
play, we hit right to people. That’s 
the nature of the game. That’s only 
the second time weÕ ve been shut-
out this year and the other time 
was to Hurricane and they are 
playing in the AAA championship 
game. That was solid pitching and 
defense. Moorefield didn’t make 
any mistakes defensively and we 
were told they were a solid team. 
Our ball didn’t find grass and a few 
of theirs did, so that was the differ-
ence maker. The best teams in the 
state are going to make it to the 
tournament and you expect to be 
evenly matched. You expect it to 
be a great battle and it was tonight. 
I know Coach [Wade] Armentrout 
is an excellent coach and has been 
at it a long time. He obviously had 
very good scouting reports on us 
and knew where we hit and knew 
what our tendencies were. Hats off 
to him for doing his homework and 
getting his guys ready to play an ex-
cellent game.”

The Yellow Jackets were buzz-
ing with excitement and carried 
the momentum for the title on Sat-
urday.
