The exact wording is not what matters, it’s making sure you appear professional and get all the elements you need to make a good decision.

- Change the word count to the approximate length of the books you’re looking to have produced.    

- Post the above on eLance and oDesk, and Craigslist for U.S. major cities: San Francisco, Orlando, Portland, Seattle, San Diego, Las Vegas, etc. I always use the “Writing Gigs” category, and I post in a sub-section for major cities. Click on the category, then click [Post] in the upper right hand corner. Posting is free. Always include a simple image for Craigslist, it gives your image an attachment which draws extra attention to it. (Post an image that contains something specific to the area you’re posting in.) 

- Include a “qualifier” if posting to eLance or oDesk. This is used as an extra measure to ensure that the applicant read the instructions fully (which you will probably be able to tell anyway, based on the quality of their response). A qualifier is a sentence, such as:

To ensure you are a real person and can follow directions, please include “Roger Wilco” in the first line of your response.

- I include the “explicit adult situations” question because you want to be able to include sex, drugs and violence in your books if you so desire. (You don’t HAVE to write books containing those, but it adds an edge that can help it to sell – most importantly, I’ve found the best writers will be able to provide a variety of content that includes that subject matter.)
