Eligibility
To qualify as an eligible applicant, you must meet the following criteria:

1. You played Oceanside Stallions Roller Hockey for at least 4 seasons (2 years) and played in the Junior
Division.

2. Youmust be a college-bound high school senior or current college freshman when your application is
submitted.

3. You must be afirst-time or existing college student who will be attending an accredited two- or
four-year institution of higher education in Fall 2026. Trade schools are acceptable
institutions.

Scholarship funds are made payable directly to the college.

The eligible applicant and a parent/guardian must sign the Certification and Release Authorization.

Selection Process: Judging will be based on subjective and objective criteria. All information provided is
subject to verification by OSRHL. Applicant names are redacted for the selection process.
