Called to order 8:21 by Linda.

Minutes – Randy asked that Mardeen’s name be spelled correctly. Joe motioned that we accept minutes, Randy seconded.  Minutes approved.  
Treasurer’s Report - Report on file with secretary. Judy announced that we did receive reimbursement for the pitching mound that was ordered last year but never received. Our bank balance as of last October was approximately $24,000. As of early June our balance is approximately $18,000. We do have more fundraising money coming in (SJ Giants’ ticket money). Umpire – Major Playoff Game – Michael Paynter said that a parent from the Major Giants’ requested that we get an umpire from outside the pool that we have been using for the regular season.  Linda will talk to Mark Mullins about this.

Survey – Kati asked the board members to send in their surveys. Kati needs another person to go over the surveys with her. It was suggested that we announce the survey at Closing Day Ceremonies. Mike talked about the possibility of having a hard copy for parents. Joe suggested we try the online survey to see what kind of response we get.  Michael thought the survey was a bit lengthy. People might not want to take the time to fill it out. Kati will activate link on June 17 and give people 5 days to complete survey.  If someone wants a hard copy, we will provide one. This will be announced at Closing Day Ceremonies.
Closing Day Ceremonies – Closing Day Ceremonies will be on June 17. Randy would like the ceremony to go from 10:00 – ll:00.  All of the All Stars will be announced.  All Star Managers may contact players on June 15.

All Star Update 

Uniforms – Phil has ordered hats (Phil not in attendance. Kati provided info)  The proposal is basically the same as least year.  We provide the hats and shirts.

All Star Managers -  The board discussed how managers are selected. Per Kati, managers usually let the President know they are interested. The board then makes a recommendation to the president.

10 Year Old All Star Manager – Guy Peabody, Mike Olmstead and Phil Adams are all interested in managing the 10 year olds.  Before the board made their recommendation, Mike removed himself from consideration.
