SLVLL Board Meeting 3/21/07

Called to order at 7:05 by Linda

Attendance – Linda Landers, , Ralph Aguayo, Karen Barton, Anita Stoddart, Steven Shabry, Greg Cornelison, Randy & Mardeen Gordon, Cathy Herrera,  Troy Bounds, Joe Primeau, Shawn Andrews

Minutes – Cathy motioned to accept minutes, motion seconded. Minutes approved.

President’s Report  –Linda reported that the TOCs (Tournament of Champions) for Majors will be played in Gilroy. TOCs for Minors will be played in Santa Cruz. 

All Stars will be as follows:

11-12 year olds – Aptos

10-11 year olds – Santa Cruz

9-10 year olds -   Watsonville

8-9 year olds -      Aptos

Linda also reported that managers can’t warm up their pitchers before games (30 minutes) or during games. Umpires have the authority to enforce this issue. 

Public Comment – None

Scorekeeping Issues –  Mardeen (head scorekeeper) had 2 issues to discuss in regards to scorekeeping. 

First issue involved substitutions during a game. One manager had written his subs in on his lineup sheet. The board decided that the managers would let the umpire know that they will be making a substitution. The manager will then inform the scorekeeper of the substitution(s).  The umpire will be aware of the substitution but not be responsible for telling the scorekeeper or keeping track of subs.

Second issue involved cheering by the scorekeepers.  It was reported that one of the scorekeepers cheered excessively. Parents commented as well as one of the umpires. The board decided that the umpire has the authority to warn a scorekeeper who is out of line in this regard.  An umpire can choose to eject a scorekeeper who does not comply.

Opening Day-  The general consensus was that Opening Day went very well. Most of the feedback was positive. It was noted by Steven that the snack bar profits weren’t what they could have been because pictures were taken on the football field as opposed to the Pony field. The foot traffic was noticeably less. 

Executive Board Mtg – Opening Day –There was an Executive Board meeting on Opening Day. There is an issue involving 2 players (brothers) who are currently playing in 2 Little Leagues. The 2 players live with one parent on the weekends, and the other on the weekdays. The custody agreement specifies that the players can pitch for SLVLL only. We are currently waiting for approval from the district that the players can play in both leagues. The board decided to let the players pitch prior to receiving approval from the district. The board is confident that the players will be approved to play in both leagues. The other league involved is aware that the boys are not allowed to pitch in their league. 

Executive Board– There was a discussion on who should be on the Executive Board. Troy motioned that Linda Landers, Cathy Herrera, Michael Paynter, Joe Primeau, and Karen Barton make up the Executive Board. Motion seconded and approved.

First Aid – Greg Cornelison brought to the meeting two first aid kids donated by Dr. Amy Solomon. Anita will bring one to the LL field at the High School and Troy will bring one to BCE.

Equipment – Greg purchased his own catcher’s equipment because the equipment he received is too small for some of his players. There was a discussion about equipment. Shawn Andrew (Equipment Manager) said that we need more equipment.  He would like to have some backup catcher’s equipment, etc.

Motion was made for Shawn to spend up to $500 for additional equipment. Motion seconded and approved.

Schedule– Linda  and Mike Olmstead made some schedule changes to the Minor League schedule. There was mistake on the Major League schedule which Linda was able to fix easily. 

AA Standings or No Standings –  The board discussed whether or not we should have standings for AA. The board decided that we will have standings. There will be a first half of the season champion and a second half of the season champion. At the end of the season there will be a champions’ tournament.

Pitching Machine/Umpires AA -  There was concern about how the different umpires operate the pitching machine. It was agreed that the umpires should have a “lesson” on how to operate the pitching machine. Umpires need to know that they can call a “non pitch” if the machine pitches a bad pitch.
