President report

TOC bracket for Minor League has changed but the change will not affect SLVLL.

We need to put together a safety plan for our teams. It was discussed at the district meeting that they may make it a rule that teams who do not turn in the safety plans will not be eligible for post season play.
The 8/9 All Stars and Minors and Majors TOC will play by regular season rules, not tournament rules.  The 8/9 All Stars and Minor TOC will use a continuous batting order (following the regular season rules that go along with using the continuous batting order).

Shawn Simpson is moving out of the area but will still run the annual umpire clinic.
We need to provide one box of balls for each post season team we have playing (2 TOC and 4 All Stars = 6 boxes of balls).  Linda is taking care of this.

Closing Ceremonies – June 16, 2007
We will announce All Stars, TOC teams and hand out tropies.  We will also announce sponsors.  We will have the managers/coaches immediately following the announcements.  Closing ceremonies will start at 11:30.
Minors Tournament –  We are still deciding whether or not to have a tournament (internal). Mike is checking with all of the teams. Decision will be made soon.
All Star Managers –

Linda will send out an email to all managers asking if they are interested. She will include the post season time frame in the email.  
Game Time Limit – Dave Notari wanted clarification on game time limits.  There was a Saturday game (last game of the day) that went 3 hours (full 6 innings).  The umpires were unsure about what to do.  After some discussion it was decided that the ground rules need to be clearer.  No new inning should start after 2 ½ hours.  Other games have 2 hour time limits so the limit refers only to the last game played on Saturday.  Motion was made to change the language in the ground rules. Motion approved.  
Fall Ball  – Troy made up a flyer which he passed around. All players interested need to be league age 6-11 (2007 eligibility). Cost will be $40, $30 for siblings. Randy will put PDF on the website. We can use the PDF as the registration form.  Troy will finalize the flyer and put in the manager’s boxes. 
Fall Ball will start 9/9/07. Tryout dates and other specifics to follow.  Linda will email an announcement to all managers. Greg will put info in the date book of Valley Press. 
Board Position Vacancies – We will be needing a Player Agent and Treasurer for next year’s (2008 season) board as both Michael Paynter and Cathy Herrera will be stepping down (boo hoo!!!)  We will also need another snack bar person.  Joe thinks we should do a mailer that would include Fall Ball info and info regarding the board position vacancies. 
Managers should be looking at their parents to see if there are any potential candidates. There was some discussion about the Player Agent. Anita mentioned that she is interested in the position. 

Snack Bar
Steven spoke briefly about the snack bar break in. We lost approximately $320 in product and $25 in change. Steven suggested that we put up a jar or something to see if we can recoup the loss. We could request $2.00 per player.  Motion was made to put up a sign and include a jar for donations at the snack bar. Motion approved. Greg generously made the first donation.  
Steven spoke to Brian Mercer. We will try to work together to find out who robbed the snack bar.

Conceding Loss (this issue was not on the agenda)
Troy had a question about who concedes when a team is behind by 10 or more runs after 4 innings. Troy was told that it is up to the manager who is losing. Both managers should discuss this.  This issue resulted in a very lengthy discussion about different coaching styles. The one thing that was apparent is that there are very different schools of thought in regards to coaching.
