4.0 Ground rules change considerations

T-Ball ground rules. There is an unresolved issue regarding where infield players can be (inside or outside of the baseline). A proposed change to allow infielders to play a certain distance in front of the base path to amend the rule was put forth.

T- Ball Ground Rule 1.b Language was changed to state:

 “No player shall start play from more than 3 feet in front of the baselines with exceptions of the pitcher who must stay in the circle.”  Motion was made as such and carried and was approved by unanimous vote.  

4 run rule was changed to 5 run rule by national little league.  SLVLL kept things at the 4 run rule in 2008 season and will continue with this practice.

6.0 Coaches Managers

Dave Notari will be collecting and charting the Little League Volunteer Application forms with the help of Karen Barton.  SLVLL uses choicepoint.com to submit our forms (Megan’s Law Check).

Each manager must submit their coaches pick 48 hours prior to the draft.  Subsequent to that fist collection of names and volunteer forms, a second collection of coaches names and forms need to be submitted to the player agent for review and approval after teams have been formed.  

7.0 Uniforms- Tom Chestnut approached the league about being the uniform, offering lower prices for uniforms.   No motion was made to change our sponsorship from SportAbout.  However, we will invite Tom Chestnut to come to the parent coordinator meeting to sell packages of equipment to teams who might want it.   We would also consider allowing Tom to do our all-star uniforms.  Sean will give Tom the offer of them to see what he thinks. The board will vote on that at a later date.  
A motion was put forth for uniform purchases.  A base price of last years price plus 10% would be the cap per uniform for this season would be allowed.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried and was approved.
8.0 Draft Update

Questions on the table:  Do we bring 10 year olds up to Majors?  If so, how many and who? There are currently no written rules in our league guiding the selection of 10 year olds for Majors (National Little League does not prescribe against it).  It is still up to our board to approve any 10 year olds to move to Majors.

Mike Olmsted made a motion for the majors managers, along with player agent and major’s representative (as the oversight persons), to evaluate the potential 10 year olds who are eligible for Majors.  Majors managers must vote by unanimous vote for these individual 10 year old to become eligible for the Majors majors.  The otion carried and was approved.  

The board will consider at some future date to advertise the unwritten rule regarding 10 year olds up to Majors. Currently, that is not a written rule, as stated above.  This should be included on the registration post card for future seasons.
