Entries:
Teams are allowed four swimmers per event.

1. Each school is allowed to enter an “A” and “B” relay for all three relays. Only the “A” from each school will be considered for scoring.  Both the “A” and “B” relays will swim on Saturday, unless disqualified during prelims.  Designating relays- Once a swimmer swims a relay, she is locked into that event.  You must mark all potential swimmers, including alternates on the entry form.  Actual names will be due per state meet policy.

Diving: 
Diving prelims will be held at Grosse Pointe South on Thursday.  Finals will be done on Saturday during the meet at Romeo High School.  Please refer to the information that was previously sent out about diving for more information. (Note; Divers should be included in the Hy-Tek entry file submitted by Friday @ 4:30 pm. Dive lists are due by 5:00 pm the Tuesday before the Diving preliminaries @ mjohn.pearson@gmail.com

Swimming Prelims: Friday, November 7th at Romeo High School.  Warm-up: 3:00 p.m.; Meet Start: 5:00 p.m.

Swimming and Diving Finals: Saturday, November 8th at Romeo High School. Warm-up:10:30 a.m.; Meet Start: Noon

Awards will be presented between the consolation and finals of the following event, following state meet procedures, except that awards will be handed out by coaches in a rotating manner to be decided by the meet committee.
Facility:

1. In 8 lane pools, all eight lanes will be used in preliminaries and six lanes in finals.  General warm-up will be used in all available lanes for the first ½ hour of warm-up.  For the next ½ hour, the two outside lanes will be used as pace lanes with the remaining available lanes used as general warm-up.  With 15 minutes to the clearing of the pool, all lanes except the end two lanes will be used for one way sprints.  The pool will be cleared 15 minutes prior to the start of the meet for a coaches meeting and possible timer meeting or setting up of timing equipment.
2. Two lanes will be set aside on Saturday, so that divers can warm-up prior to the start of the meet.

3. There will be no oils, lotions or food allowed on the pool deck or in the locker rooms.

4.  Locker rooms will be assigned. Please do not leave valuables in lockers.  The MAC and Romeo Community Schools will not be responsible for lost or stolen items.

5. We will have concessions, T-shirts and assorted swim apparel for sale on both Friday and Saturday.
