Re:
General Rules of the above league as previously adopted
1.
This league shall operate under the rules of the PIAA except as modified by league special rules or the league administration.  Decision of the league president shall be final in any and all disputes.

2.
Eligibility - A Player may not turn 17 until May 1st of the current playing season.  Players must be at least 13 on April 30 of the current playing season.  All players must obtain a release from his previous organization in this league in order to be eligible for play for a different organization.  This release goes back and includes the 11-13 Susquehanna Travel League and carries forward to this organization.  A 1 year time period is in effect for obtaining and needing this release.  16 year old players (last year) should be placed on teams that play in Divisions 8A thru 5A, exceptions considered on a case by case basis.

3.
Games shall begin promptly at 6:05 p.m.  Home team shall grant field to the visiting team at 5:45 p.m.  Both teams shall meet with the umpires at 6:00 p.m.

4.
In case of rain or poor field conditions, the coach of the home team shall determine whether playing conditions are suitable.  If the game is called, the coach of the home team shall notify the umpire assigner and the coach of the visiting team as soon as the decision is made but no later than 5:00 p.m.

5.
All games are scheduled for 7 innings.  (See special rules for official games)

6.
Forfeits - A 15 minute grace period will be observed for the start of the game before the game is declared a forfeit.  Both 
teams must have a minimum of 9 players to start a game.  The umpire is in charge of such situations.

7.
Web Site:  You may view the entire schedule as well as updated standings via the internet.  Standings and game scores are 
updated as soon as practical, usually daily but at a minimum of 2 to 3 times a week.       www.yorkcountybaseball.org 

8.
Regular Season Games:  

Both teams should have a scorekeeper with the home team being official.  Both teams will report the score of the game that same evening when possible but no later than Friday of each week to the designated league official who will maintain the league standings and cause to be published weekly the league standings in our daily newspapers.  Repeat violators who do not report scores shall be subject to fines.  Phone # for reporting scores is    880-8732 - 24 hours a day

9.
Playoff Games at the End of the Season:  The winning team must call in the game score immediately following the game to 

880-8732.  You will then be called back with your next game opponent, playing date and field location.

10.
Baseballs - The home team shall furnish to the umpires a minimum of 2 new baseballs plus 1 good used baseball at the start of 
each game.  It is suggested that the baseballs be of Rawlings ROML or RO 1 quality or better.

11.
Schedule Changes:   



Prior to the start of the season  -  all schedule changes are called to the league scheduler.  He will call the umpire 



assigner 
for all changes in umpire needs.



After the regular season has started until its conclusion  -  all schedule changes and canceled games because of 



the weather and all make up dates are called to the league scheduler and to the umpire assigner.



Playoff Games  -  the league scheduler will give you your playing date, opponent, field site and he will also call 



the umpire assigner to schedule the umpires.


 
Conflicts and problems in scheduling   -  to include makeups which have not, will not, can not be scheduled or 



can not be agreed upon in a 1 week time frame of when the game was scheduled should be referred to 



the league scheduler.  We as a league will not wait to the end and forfeit out any unplayed games if our 



league is to maintain and have any integrity.  Each organizations administrator should monitor his 




teams scheduling of makeup games.

12.
None or only 1 umpire showing for your game needs reported to the Umpire Assigner that same day for corrective action.

13.
No All Star or Club Teams shall be permitted in this league.  All players on your team should be representative of your 
area.  Some exceptions will apply and will be handled on a case by case situation as necessary.

14.
All coaches, players and fans shall conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner while participating in league activities.  


The use of profane or abusive language; unnecessary gestures; unnecessary roughness; or throwing of equipment shall result 
in 
the immediate ejection of the individual from the game.  All disciplinary events shall be reported to the league president by the 
umpires.  One or more disciplinary events concerning an individual may result in the removal of that individual from any further 
participation in league activities within the discretion of the League's Board of Directors.
