CSYBO Coaching Code of Conduct

Youth sports programs play an important role in promoting the physical, social, and emotional development of children. Therefore, it is essential for parents, coaches, spectators, and officials to encourage youth athletes to embrace the values of good sportsmanship. Furthermore, parents, coaches, spectators, and officials involved in youth sports events should be models of good sportsmanship and should lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect, and self-control.

We ask that you pledge to be responsible for your words and actions while attending, coaching, officiating, or participating in all youth sports events and shall conform your behavior to the following code of conduct:

· I will be responsible for all the kids on my team.

· I will do my best to insure that all the kids have fun playing sports.

· I will treat all kids with respect and avoid negative criticism.

· I will teach all kids the skills of the game, the values of teamwork and the meaning of good sportsmanship.

· I will lead by example and always demonstrate good sportsmanship during games.

· I will provide only encouragement and positive direction to players during games.

· I will know the rules and always play by the rules.

· I will respect the officials and their authority during games.

· I will communicate with the parents on my team and inform them of all team rules, practices and games.

· I will respect all facilities and equipment made available for my team to practice and play games.

· I will never use profanity, abusive language or threatening behavior towards any player, parent, coach or official.

· I will report to CSYBO any perceived misconduct by coach, player, parent or official so it can be dealt with in the appropriate manner.
· I will communicate to the parent any issues that arise with their child that has a negative impact on the team.
Anyone who fails to conform their conduct to the preceding code of conduct while attending, coaching, officiating, or participating in a youth sports event will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to the following in any order or combination: 

1. Verbal warning issued by a member of the disciplinary committee. 

2. Written warning issued by a member of the disciplinary committee.
3. Suspension or immediate ejection from a youth sports event issued by a member of the disciplinary committee or by someone who is authorized to issue such suspension or ejection by the organization. 

4. Suspension from multiple youth sports events by a member of the disciplinary committee or by the appropriate official authorized to issue such suspension. 
5. Season suspension or multiple season suspension issued by a member of the disciplinary committee.
