CSYBO PLAYERS CODE OF CONDUCT

Youth sports programs play an important role in promoting the physical, social, and emotional development of children. Therefore, it is essential for parents, coaches, spectators, and officials to encourage youth athletes to embrace the values of good sportsmanship. Furthermore, parents, coaches, spectators, and officials involved in youth sports events should be models of good sportsmanship and should lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect, and self-control.

We ask that you pledge to be responsible for your words and actions while attending, coaching, officiating, or participating in all youth sports events and shall conform your behavior to the following code of conduct:

· Understand and play by the rules - be fair always.

· Respect referees and other officials - accept the decisions of the officials with grace.

· Conduct yourself with honor and dignity.

· Control your temper.

· Work equally hard for yourself and for your team. 

· Be a good sport.

· Treat all players as you would like to be treated.

· Play for the “enjoyment of it” and not just to please parents and coaches.

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every person.

· Be generous when you win.

· Be prepared to lose sometimes - be gracious when you lose.

· Listen to the advice of your coach and try to apply it at practice and in games.

· Always respect the use of facilities and equipment provided.
· I will make every attempt to be at all practices and games on time.
· Play the game for the game's sake

· Applaud the efforts of your teammates and opponents.

Anyone who fails to conform their conduct to the preceding code of conduct while attending, coaching, officiating, or participating in a youth sports event will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to the following in any order or combination: 

1. Verbal warning issued by a member of the disciplinary committee. 
2. Written warning issued by a member of the disciplinary committee.
3. Suspension or immediate ejection from a youth sports event issued by a member of the disciplinary committee or by someone who is authorized to issue such suspension or ejection by the organization. 

4. Suspension from multiple youth sports events by a member of the disciplinary committee or by the appropriate official authorized to issue such suspension by the organization. 

5. Season suspension or multiple season suspension issued by a member of the disciplinary committee.
