Angels find the offense, ring up 18

This was one of those games that a fan didn't have to wait until the last inning to know who was going to win. At Lawnton Field, the Angels hosted the Mechanicsburg Astros and sent them home on the short end of an 18-3 runfest. 

Lawnton used three pitchers in keeping Mechanicsburg to only three runs. Doug Keller pitched four scoreless innings. Adam Reedy pitched a scoreless fifth inning but then ran into a bit of trouble in the sixth, allowing three runs. Justin Stewart gave up a single and a double in the seventh, but struck out the side to keep the Astros from scoring any more runs. 

The Angels' Mike Hopwood singled to score Keller and Reedy in the first. Tim Drazba doubled scoring Bill Bratten and Hopwood to make it 4-0. 

Lawnton piled on by scoring seven runs in the second. A Kevin Westra single scored Matt Fawber. Keller singled and scored Mike Ragan. Don Wells scored on a groundout. Reedy then doubled, bringing Keller and Stewart home. Bratten then doubled to score Reedy. Hopwood finished the scoring with a single that scored Bratten. Score, 11-0. 

In the bottom of the fourth, Lawnton tacked on three more runs on three doubles by Stewart, Bratten and Hopwood to give the Angels a 14-0 lead. 

The Angels would complete their scoring in their fifth. Keller singled with the bases loaded, Fawber scored. Mike Herman walked, Ragan scored. Stewart's sacrifice fly out enabled Westra to score. Finally, Bratten singled to score Keller for Lawnton's 18th run. 

The Astros showed a bit of life in the top of the sixth. Garrett Rosas walked to lead off the inning, then proceeded to steal second and third base. Ross Daniel's groundout scored Rosas and a shutout was avoided. Three consecutive singles by Andy Woodring, Todd Weikle and Andy Sheely brought in Mechanicsburg's only other two runs, bringing the final score to 18-3....
