Standing Rules Schedule A: 

Participants Requirements and Responsibilities
Approved 03/24/2016 by a Majority vote at the General Membership Meeting

This revision shall supersede all previous versions.

I. Basic Eligibility 
A. Gender

Boys and Girls are eligible according to the York County Youth Football Association. 

B. Eligibility
Any youth who is a member of a scholastic football team shall be ineligible to participate. Except that if the youth voluntarily withdraws from the scholastic team within the first three (3) weeks of the season, they may be allowed to participate.  Approval must be received by the Executive Board.
C. Weight
There will be no weight limits imposed for Junior Varsity or Varsity Level. 
D. Ages and Squad
To be eligible to play, a youth must be between the ages of four (4) and thirteen (13). Age shall be determined as of August 31st of the current year. Ages and squads for Football stand as follows: Midget eligibility 11-12 years old, Pony 9-10 years old, Rink second year 7 years old and 8 years old, and Smurfs 6 years old and first year 7 years old. The Executive Board may make exceptions to these requirements based on League Rules. Ages and squads for Cheerleading stand as follows: Midget eligibility 11-13 years old, Pony 9-10 years old, Rink 7-8 years old, Smurfs 4-6 years old. The Executive Board may make exceptions to these requirements. 

II. Football Registration Deadline

E. Deadline
Regular registration and Late registration may occur between January  and August at a designated place and time.  Players may register at the field up until the 3rd  week of the season. Late registrations  are only eligible to play at the junior varsity level for the duration of the season, unless otherwise approved by the Executive Board.
F. Documents

The following documents shall be filled out at Registration or prior to getting equipment: Registration Form, Physical Form, Media Release, and Code of Conduct,USA Football waiver, and documented evidence of jurisdiction. Parental/Legal Guardians will need to sign consent for administering emergency medical treatment for team members.  For first time players, a copy of the certified birth certificate needs to be provided.
G. Fees
All past due balances from previous seasons must be paid prior to registering. Registration Fee and First Mandatory Fundraiser/Buy-Out must be paid prior to the start of Summer Camp. Second Mandatory Fundraiser/Buy-Out must be paid by September 30th for child to participate in subsequent games and practices.
III. Cheerleading Sign-up Deadline
H. Deadline
Regular registration may occur between January and August at a designated time and place. Try-outs shall be held in June. All cheerleaders must be registered prior to August 1st of each season.  This is to allow the proper time for the advisors to safely teach the cheers, dances, and stunts needed for the opening game on Labor Day.  Exceptions may be made by the Executive Board. 
I. Documents

The following documents will be filled out at Registration or prior to getting equipment: Registration Form, Media Release, and Code of Conduct. Parental/Legal Guardians will need to sign consent for administering emergency medical treatment for team members.  For first time players, a copy of the birth certificate needs to be provided. 

J. Fees
All past due balances from previous seasons must be paid prior to registering. Registration Fee and First Mandatory Fundraiser/Buy-Out must be paid prior to Tryouts.  For those not trying out, it must be paid prior to the start of Summer Camp. Second Mandatory Fundraiser/Buy-Out must be paid by September 30th for child to participate in subsequent games and practices.

IV. Fundraiser Requirements
K. Initial Fundraiser

There will be a required initial fundraiser or buy-out at sign-ups; the buy-out will be set by the Executive Board. Those who register after the first Mandatory Fundraiser takes place will automatically be responsible for the buy-out. 
L. Second Mandatory Fundraiser

A second mandatory fundraiser will be held during the regular season. All athletes are required to participate in this fundraiser or pay the buy-out set by the Executive Board by September 30th.

M. Yearly fundraisers
Although there are two mandatory fundraisers that the athletes must participate in, we have several other fundraisers throughout the year. We encourage the athletes to participate in these additional fundraisers, however they are not required. 
V. Athletes Responsibilities- Football
N. Attendance

1. All football players must attend their respective practices and games in proper attire and any other such practices and games that their coach deems necessary. They are encouraged to attend other games, but it is not mandatory.
a. Missing 1 practice 

Coaches have the right to hold a player from starting the next game in the event that a player fails to notify the Coach of an absence from practice.  Emergencies will be considered an excused absence.
b. Missing 2 or more practices during a week 
Coaches have the right to hold a player from playing the entire next game in the event that a player fails to notify the Coach of two or more absences from practice.  The player must still attend the game. Emergencies will be considered an excused absence.

c. Coaches of respective squads have the right to impose additional practice attendance requirements.
d. Coaches of respective squads have the right to determine the penalty for missing a game without prior notice.  

2. In the event that a football player cannot attend a scheduled game or practice, their parent or legal guardian is required to contact his/her head coach before the scheduled game or practice to explain the situation and to seek excusable absence.
3. Family, school or religious events will be excused.
O. Other Attendance Requirements
Players are required to be present for the Meet the Team event (or equivalent designated event) and the Graduating Midget Ceremony.  Jersey or Cheerleading shell must be worn.  Any player not able to attend should contact their coach.  Penalty for unexcused absences will be at the coach’s discretion. 
P. Athlete Conduct

If an Athlete is removed from a squad due to misconduct in the prior season, said athlete will be under a 60 day probationary period for the following season. Any violation during the probation period will result in immediate dismissal from the Organization, without monetary refund. The probationary period begins on the first official day of practice.

VI. Athletes Responsibilities – Cheer 

A. Attendance

1.  Points System - All cheerleaders must attend their respective practices and games in proper attire and other such practices and games that their coach deems necessary. 

a. 4 points – dismissed from squad and/or Varsity moved to 
JV

b. 1 point – missed game or practice

c. ½ point – late or leave early from practice

d. (Excused practices or games – church, school event, or 
sick)

2. Missed practice before a game:

a. Show in uniform – sit with coach the entire game

b. If late for over half the practice – sit out 1st and 2nd 

quarter of that game

3. Late for game:

a. Sit our first quarter of game/return second quarter and 
does not participate during the half-time show.
b. Show without proper uniform items (hair ribbon, 
etc.) – sit entire game.

4. Practices:

a. Proper practice attire – shorts, sweatpants, t-
shirt or tank top (tucked in), socks, sneakers,   

hair pulled up – no jewelry

b. Arrive time 10 minutes before practice is scheduled

c. Water bottle and towel should be brought

d. Closed practices – parents to stay on other side of 
field/not permitted to cross; kids will be brought over at end of practice.

VII. Football Playing Time

Allocation of playing time should be outlined in the Parent Handbook and posted separately on the Website.

Q. Although it is ultimately up to the respective coach, playing time is earned and generally based on the following guidelines:

4. Showing the coaches that you are not afraid to tackle or afraid of being tackled.

5. Demonstrating an understanding of what is suppose to be done. 

6. Taking part and hustling during practices and scrimmages.

7. Maintaining a positive attitude towards other players and coaches. 

R. For Varsity, any players may start on defense and offense, depending on their earned playing time and ability.  
S. For JV, coaches will strive to allow all players at least some playing time each game. However, if a player demonstrates a lack of interest, participation may not be allowed.
D. Placement on a JV or Varsity squad is determined by the Head Coach.  A parent 
may request that their child not be on Varsity. This request must be made prior to the first game of the season. 
VIII. Cheering Time
T. Allocation of cheering time should be outlined in the Parent Handbook, posted separately on the Website, and distributed to all participants.     
U. Although it is ultimately up to the respective coach, cheering time on game day is earned based on a point system. 

V. All participants are expected to: 
8. Show the coaches that you are willing and enthusiastic about participating in cheers, stunts, and routines.
9. Demonstrate an understanding of what is suppose to be done.
10. Maintain a positive attitude towards other players and coaches.
11. Maintain good attendance. 

IX. Cheerleading Squad Placement
W. Initial Squad Placement

Try-outs for squad designation will be held in June. Any cheerleader registering after the tryouts or missing the tryouts will automatically be placed on the JV squad.    

X. Beginning of the season Squad Changes
Cheerleaders may be evaluated during the first two (2) weeks of the season. The cheerleading coaches will be assessing the cheerleaders for ability, leadership, and all around exceptional performance.  Coaches reserve the right to move cheerleaders from JV to Varsity.  Likewise, the coach reserves the right to move a player from Varsity to JV if a player is not performing up to expectations. 
Y. Additional Squad Changes
If at any time during the season a cheerleader is not meeting the coaches’ expectation (i.e. behavior, attendance), the coach will issue a warning to the player and the parent.  After sufficient warning has been given to a Varsity player, the coach reserves the right to move the player from Varsity to JV if the behavior doesn’t improve.

X. Football Equipment
Z. Parents and players will be held responsible for all of the equipment. If equipment is forgotten, the Head coach will determine the consequence.
AA. If equipment is lost, you must purchase the replacement at that time. A record will be kept of all lost equipment. If you find it later and return it in good shape we will give you a refund.
12. If you lose (1) knee pad you will be charged for (2), as we have to purchase them in pairs. The same goes for thigh and hip pads.

13. Equipment issued by the Organization must be returned at the conclusion of the season. This date will be advised by the Head Coach of your respective team and/or the Equipment Director. If the player leaves the Organization either voluntarily or involuntarily all equipment issued by the Organization must be returned immediately.

AC. Football Equipment to be provided by the Parent

14. Mandatory Equipment

e. Additional Mouthpieces 
f. Athletic Supporter  

15. Optional Equipment

g. Football Cleats (Tennis shoes are allowed, but not recommended)
AD. Defective Equipment If your child has a piece of defective equipment, please report this to the Head Coach immediately.
AE. Uniforms and Equipment should be cared for according to the Parent Handbook.
AF. If Equipment is in needs of repair please see the Parent Handbook.
AG. Organization Equipment (Altered or Abused):  Game Jerseys, Helmets, and other Organization Equipment. Do Not put names or decals or any other foreign objects on Tri-Town Organization Equipment.
AH. Lost or Damaged Football Equipment

The child and the parent are responsible for all equipment issued by the Organization. If, for any reason, the equipment is either lost or negligently damaged, the parent will incur the current cost to replace such equipment. 
XI. Cheerleading Equipment

AI. The child and the parent are responsible for all cheerleading uniforms issued by the Organization. 
AJ. Lost or Damaged Cheerleading Equipment - If, for any reason, the uniform is either lost or negligently damaged, the parent will incur the cost of $180.00 to replace the cheerleading uniform.

XII. Football Practice Attire
AK. Must wear equipment provided by Tri-Town. Any alternative equipment must be approved by the Athletic Director
AL. Mouthpiece must be worn at all times.
AM. Male athletes must wear a cup. 
AN. Must wear cleats or sneakers for practice and games (Cleats preferred).
AO. No Jewelry is allowed to be worn
XIII. Cheerleading Practice Attire

AP. Shorts and t-shirts(T-shirt must be tucked inside shorts and have no pockets. No halter tops but sleeveless is ok. No pockets in the shorts. No sequins allowed. No unapproved short shorts and shirts must be worn at all times. No exposed sports bras are permitted. Sweat pants are ok but please wear shorts underneath for stunting.)

AQ. Cheerleading shoes (may be old).

AR. Hair in secure ponytail and no un-natural colors 

AS. No pop barrettes or bobby pins.

AT. Nails must be kept clean and short and should have no colored nail polish during games. 

AU. Coaches have the right to determine if light make-up may be worn for their squads.
AV. No Jewelry is allowed to be worn.
XIV. Code of Conduct for all Athletes

The Executive Officers and Directors of Tri-Town Boys Organization have instituted a players and cheerleaders Code of Conduct. This Code also coincides with the York County Youth Football Associations Code of Conduct.  This Code of Conduct must be signed by the athlete and a parent or guardian at the time of registration. Our Code of Conduct is instituted to promote sportsmanship and team play, and to instill discipline in the players and cheerleaders at Tri-Town Boys Organization.
AW. Violations of Conduct

16. No fighting with anyone.

17. No profanity.

18. No destruction of property.

19. No horseplay before or after practice, before or after a game, or during game.

20. No disrespect of any kind directed at coaches, opposing teams, officials or Tri-Town Players or Cheerleaders.

21. No obscene gestures directed at anyone.

22. No taunting of opposing teams.

23. Players and Cheerleaders are expected to attend all of their squads scheduled practices and games and are expected to be on time for all practices and games, unless excused by the Head Coach.

24. No actions towards anyone that can cause physical harm or injuries.

25. No weapons of any kind that can cause harm to anyone or oneself.

26. No drugs/alcohol.

27. No constant disruption during practice.
AX. Penalties

28. First Offense – Coaches or Advisors discretion.

29. Second Offense – Talk with parent and written up.

30. Third Offense – 1 Game and 1 Week practice Suspension.

31. Fourth Offense – Removed from organization and forfeits awards for that year.
AY. Game Penalties

As determined by York County Youth Football Associations Code of Conduct, any athlete who physically assaults or with the intent to assault an official, player or member of the opposing staff or team shall receive a (1) game suspension for their 1st offense.  2nd offenses will be reviewed by the Association Board of Directors and an appropriate punishment will be decided.
AZ. Parent/Guest Responsibility - I will ensure that all guests of mine are aware of proper code of conduct and understand that I am responsible for my actions, the actions of my child, and the actions of my guests.
XV. Parent Rules
BA. No parents are allowed on the field during practices or games unless they are registered as Coaches, Directors, Executive Officers, and/or Team Parents. 
BB. Only Coaches, Team Parents, Volunteers for the Chain Gang and Executive Board Members are allowed on the sidelines during games.
BC. York County Youth Football Association requires that all persons in front of the rope line shall have a signed Code of Conduct. 
XVI. Filing Complaints (Chain of Command)

BD. Please initially contact your child’s Head Coach with your concern/issue.  This needs to be done in accordance with the Head Coach’s directive given at the parent/coaches meeting.
BE. If your concern/issue is NOT resolved, please contact the Football or Cheerleading Athletic Director, respectively, to mediate the conversation with the Head Coach.
BF. If your concern/issue is still NOT resolved, please contact any Executive Board Member.
