EWING GIRLS SOFTBALL ASSOCIATION
DIVISION II RULES (April 2012)
All ASA Rules and EGSA General Game Rules will prevail in situations not covered by Division II Rules.

1. Games begin at 6:00 PM. No inning may start later than 1 hour and 30 minutes after the start of the game. Three full innings must be played to constitute a complete game.

2. All players bat every inning unless three outs are made. A consecutive batting order is used. There will be no penalties for a missed turn at bat (no out taken) - see general rules.

3. Every player plays in the field at least every other inning. Free substitutions are allowed.
4. All players must play an infield position at least one complete inning per game by the 3rd inning of play.  (An infield position is deemed 1st base, 2nd base, shortstop, 3rd base, catcher or pitcher).  An inning will constitute 3 complete outs or batting around by the opposing team.
5. Each  half inning , except the last 2 half innings , of a complete game shall end when: 
a) Three (3) defensive outs have been recorded OR:

b) the offensive team has batted their entire line-up OR:
c) the offensive team scores 5 runs.
The last 2 half innings shall allow an unlimited number of runs and end only after the defense team makes three (3) outs or the home team takes the lead.
6. There will be no walks allowed. When the umpire has called "ball 4" on a batter, the manager or coach of the pitching team will pitch to the batter until she has hit safely or made an out. The strike count remains the same when a coach or manager pitches. An inning ends after the third out has been made, or when play has ended after the last batter has completed her turn at bat (see EGSA General Game Rules for number of batters per inning).

7. Division 2 pitchers have the option of starting their windup in the following manner:

With both feet on the pitcher's plate with the front of the pitcher's body facing the batter; or 

With one foot on the pitcher's plate with the side of the pitcher's body facing the batter.  This pitching stance is sometimes described as a "stretch", "power phase 2" or "slingshot" position.

The distance from the back point of home plate to the front edge of the pitcher's plate is 32 feet

8. Pitchers cannot pitch more than two (2) innings. Throwing one pitch constitutes pitching an entire inning.

9. Only one base is allowed on an overthrow per at bat. Example: A batter hits the ball to the outfield and advances to second base. If the fielder overthrows the ball the runner may advance to third at her own risk. If the ball is again overthrown, the runner may not advance to home plate. Play is dead once the ball is in the pitching circle.

10. Each team fields ten (10) players, four of which must play in the outfield. A team must field at least eight (8) players or forfeit the game. The same eight players do not have to be present from start to finish.

11. Bunting is not allowed.

12. Sliding is allowed. ASA rules for sliding are followed.

13.  Stealing is not allowed and runners may not take a lead. Runners can only leave the base when contact with the ball is made. The umpire at his/her discretion may issue one team warning. Subsequently offending runners will be called out. Runners may not advance if the pitcher fails to catch the ball.

14. The infield fly rule is not in effect for Division II.
15. A batter hit by a pitch will be awarded first base. A hit-by-pitch will not be called if the umpire’s opinion is the ball was delivered with the significant arc, the ball rolls into the batter, or if the batter did not attempt to move away from the ball.  If the pitcher has hit two batters in the same inning, and if in the umpire's opinion the batter's safety is in jeopardy, that player shall be removed as a pitcher and not be permitted to re​enter the as a pitcher for the remainder of the game.
16. The dropped third strike rule is not used in Division II.

17. No extra innings are played after the division time limit has expired. Tied games remained tied and are not replayed.

18. A 11 inch incredi-ball is used in Division II games.

*** Managers should bring a copy of the Division II Rules to each game. The umpire

should have an opportunity to review these rules at the ground rules conference prior to the start of the game.
