In her six years' of coaching, this is the first time that Coach Corcoran has had someone reach the 100 hit mark. Four hits, two runs scored, two stolen bases and flawless play in the field. Quite a day. The Hounds punched out eleven hits on the day. Kayla Pullen hit an absolute BOMB in the fifth inning for a triple. Yikes, where are the fences when we need them. Kayla's blast might have cleared the fence at Citizen's Bank. The Hounds have now hit 11 triples for the year which is a record under Coach Corcoran. The previous mark was 9. In the fifth inning Kacie Herity made another in a series of fine defensive plays at third which caused the umpire to look at her in disbelief and say, "What does she have a magnet in that glove?" 

The Greyhounds have now won five in a row. After a 2-6 mark, they now stand at 7-6 with a five game winning streak. Riverside entered the game with a record of 9-3. The Greyhounds are playing their best ball of the year. Yesterday, Delsea who NBC defeated earlier in the year 3-2 beat Kingsway, the number one team in South Jersey, 5-1. The Greyhounds should be able to view their victories as the building blocks for a successful post season.
