2023 Instructions for Rain Outs or Cancellations

We will make every attempt to play the games as scheduled but in the event of bad weather (rain, snow or cold) our cancellation instructions are:
1.   An email will go out to all players the morning of (or night before) the scheduled game announcing that games have been postponed or cancelled.  An announcement will also be posted on the league website as soon as information is available. You are advised to check your email or the league website prior to traveling to your game to ensure the game is on.
2.    Managers will also be notified when games are postponed or cancelled.  They may or may not call you to let you know.  If you have any doubts about the status of your game, please contact your manager.
3.    We will attempt to play games as scheduled.  There may be times when morning games are played but afternoon games must be postponed (or vice versa).  Additionally, it is possible that games at one field may be postponed but games at another field are played.

4.    Most decisions to postpone games are made by the Township or field stewards and are out of the league’s control.  In some cases it may be sunny on game day, but rain earlier in the week or over the weekend may make fields unplayable and thus games become postponed.  Yes, this can be frustrating but remember we do not own the fields.
5.    In the event some games are played, the games which are postponed will be scheduled for the next available Saturday that a field is available.  Game times and sites to be determined. Your manager will contact you to confirm this makeup date and time, an email will go out to all players, and it will also be posted on the website.

6.    If the entire schedule for that week is postponed, it will be added to the first available Saturday of the regular season that fields are available. The season could possibly extend further into November if no Saturdays are available, but that is an unlikely option.
