ALL BOWLERS MUST BE 18 YRS OF AGE OR OLDER
The Cookie Butler Memorial League will bowl on Sunday evenings starting at 5:45pm for practice.  The season will begin on Sept. 10, 2023 and continue for 30 weeks until April 21, 2024.  The 1st round is 15 weeks long with a position round.  The 2nd round is 15 weeks long with a position round.  On April 28, 2024 there will be a roll off between the 1st round winner and the 2nd round winner.  The payoff will tentatively be held on May 5, 2024 at 6pm at Eastern Lanes.
Sunday December 17, 2023 will be our Christmas Banquet.

No Bowling on 12/24/23, 12/31/23, 3/31/24.

Bowling will take place at 1pm on Super Bowl Sunday February 11, 2024
Bowling fees will be $13 per bowler, per week of which $11.50 is lineage and the balance of $1.50 will be placed into the league bank account for league expenses and the prize fund.

Make checks payable to Eastern Lanes.

Every effort is to be made to have a complete envelope each week.  If a team envelope is not full on a given week, it must be made up the following week or that team will not be allowed to bowl and would forfeit all points for that week.

Sanction fees for the USBC Miami Valley Bowling Association shall be $27 for men and women.  Crossover fees for men and women are $10.  This is due the 1st night of bowling.
Bowlers who bowled the previous year in the Cookie Butler Memorial League will use the yearbook average established for this league.  Those that did not bowl in this league, but have a MVBA yearbook average from another league, the highest yearbook average will be used.  That average will be used for the 1st 9 games.  For all others, an average will be calculated after the first night of bowling.
Individual handicap will be based on 90% of 220 which will be used for individual awards.
Game will be played on an (8) eight-point system consisting of (2) points for each game bowled and (2) two points for total pins.

A legal lineup will be at least (2) two members that are present or that have pre-bowled from each team.  Failure to do so will result in a forfeit.  Pre-bowl scores count toward a legal lineup.
An absentee score will be (15) fifteens pins subtracted from average, with full handicap for that person.
In the event of a tie at the end of a position round, there will be a 1 game roll-off for 1st place only.
For bowlers who arrive after the game is in progress:


If it is before the completion of the fifth (5) frame—frames are made up.


After the fifth (5) frame—bowler receives their blind score for missed frames. If both teams agree to let someone catch up after the 5th frame that will be allowed.
If bowling unopposed (bye week) you will be required to beat any one team to win points from the 1st, 2nd, and/or 3rd game and total pins.

Vacancy scores will be 140 average plus 72 pins handicap
All league disputes will be directed to either the President or Vice President of the League.

Bowlers must bowl at least 2/3 of the games to be eligible for league awards.

Most improved bowler (man and woman) doesn’t start until your 21st game bowled.  Your average at that time will be subtracted from your end of the year average to determine the most improved bowlers.
Individuals can bowl out before Sunday.  No make-ups unless for an emergency.
No new subs on position or roll off nights.

Position rounds will start on higher end of lanes.

All scores must be turned into the league secretary/treasurer.

A sponsor fee of $30.00 per team must be paid by the third week of the season.  
This will be the league Secretary/Treasurer’s salary. If Eastern Lanes runs as Secretary/Treasurer then the fee will be waived
If a team drops from the league they will owe 2 weeks of bowling dues to the league.
Strike Ball – Team Are We Done Yet will run the Strike Ball - Each week Strike Ball tickets will be sold. 15% will be taken from the amount collected each week to cover taking the responsibility of the money and expense of tickets. Tickets will only be sold to roster bowlers and roster bowlers are the only bowlers allowed to roll the Strike Ball.  Subs are not allowed to buy tickets or throw the Strike Ball.  Once money exceeds $1,000 and a strike is not thrown, a 2nd ticket will be drawn that night for 50% of the money.  Tickets will be drawn until a strike is thrown.
Buddy Doubles – Brian Garland will run Buddy Doubles - This is an optional side pot that only cost $1 per person each week. For every person entering there must be 1 more of the opposite sex that enters. You will draw for partners after everyone has entered and then your second game scores with handicap will be added together to determine a winner. To win the full pot your score must meet or exceed 530, if it doesn’t then the winners will receive $5 each and the pot will carry over to the following week. For each week the score isn’t beet the score to beat will decrease by 5 pins.
