WHL REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Please read the following before you register!

Q:  Which League should I register for?
A:  There are 4 Leagues in the WHL which try to accommodate all levels of play.  Minimum Age deadline in each league is December 31st of the registration year.
	
	Fun League – for players aged 21 and older who prefer to play in a safer, slower-paced league that stresses no body contact.  This league is ideal for players who are just learning the game of hockey or are working on the basic skills of the game.  It’s also for players who have played many years and wish to play in a league that is less about winning and more about exercise and camaraderie.  The focus is on learning, improvement and having fun.

	Beer League – for players aged 21 and older who have a good grasp of the basic skills and can play in a league where they may be bumped around by other players who are competing to win. Most players in this league should know how to skate, stop, pass, shoot and get up quickly after falling on the ice.

	Middle League – for players aged 19 and older with Intermediate and/or Experienced Skills.  This league is played at a faster pace, so players should have a stronger knowledge of the game, better skating and stick handling skills and are able to compete at a higher level.
	
	Big League – for players aged 19 and older with Advanced Skills.  This is the only league that allows slap shots.  Players will have had many years of playing and being coached at a high/elite level of hockey.  This is the fastest of the 4 leagues in the WHL.

Q:  Can I join up with a friend?
A:  Only Newbies in Fun and Beer Leagues (players who have NEVER played in the WHL before) are allowed to register with one other player.  Middle and Big Leagues do not allow Newbies to sign up with another player.

A:  The season runs from September to March. Ends the 1st weekend of March Break.
· Draft Games for Newbies – Between September 23-25
· Player Drafts (Team Selections) – September 26-29
· Start Date for League Games – September 30 at Rankin Arena
· Early Bird Tournament – October 21-23
· Christmas Break – December 21 – January 5 (no games)
· Playoff Week – March 5-10
· League Ends (Playoff Finals) – Saturday, March 11

Q:  When and where do we play our league games?
A:  Games are played at various rinks throughout the city and on occasion, in Echo Bay. The schedule is set up in a way that permits all teams to play at all rinks at some point during the season.  Teams will play 1-2 games per week and once in a while, skip a week. We expect to have the same ice times as last year: 
· Mondays – Rhodes 2 – 9:30pm-11:30pm
· Tuesdays – McMeeken – 9pm-11pm
· Fridays – Rankin – 9pm-11pm
· Saturdays – Rankin – 2pm-8pm
· Sundays – McMeeken – 4pm-9pm
· We will use Echo Bay ice when needed but not on a regular basis

Q:  How do I make my payment?
A:  You can pay online (E-Transfer) or the old-fashioned way (Snail Mail).

	SNAIL MAIL – make your CHEQUE or MONEY ORDER payable to WOMEN’S HOCKEY LEAGUE and mail it with your registration form to WHL Registrar, Lori Ballstadt.  Mailing address is on the registration form.
	CASH – is not recommended.  If this is your only method of payment, please contact WHL Registrar, Lori Ballstadt, directly at whlregister@gmail.com 

Q:  How do I send in my completed registration form?
[bookmark: _Hlk515435591]A:  WORD FORMAT – Type your information and check the boxes directly on this form using a desktop computer; this may not be possible on your phone.  You must download the file BEFORE you can fill it out.  Use your full name as the file name.  Once completed, save your file and email it as an attachment to whlregister@gmail.com or, if you prefer, you can print a blank form and hand-write your information (legibly!).  You can then SCAN your completed form to your computer and email it as an attachment OR you can Snail Mail your form to WHL Registrar, Lori Ballstadt.  Mailing address is on the registration form.
	
	Q:  What is your refund policy?
A:  You have until the Player Drafts to get a full refund.  Once you have been selected to a team, you will not receive a refund.
