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Coach’s Corner: Learning to Pray with Vigorous Verbs

Have you ever struggled with prayer? If you are like most Christians, your answer
to this question is a resounding ‘yes.” This is not surprising. Genuine prayer
begins a bit like a blind date. We’re excited about the potential relationship that
is there, but we are anxious and uneasy about how to be and what to say. For
some, prayer is a completely new experience. For others, there is a need to grow
out of the rote prayers of childhood. The goal is a vibrant prayer life in which we
are experiencing God’s self-revelation to us, and in which we are openly
revealing ourselves to God.

Recently, while reading a powerful book on public prayer (Let the Whole Church
Say Amen), | was challenged with the concept of praying with vigorous verbs. The
author, Laurence Stookey, contends that our prayers lack directness and utilize
anemic verbs.

Consider “The Lord’s Prayer;”

Give us today our daily bread vs Let us today find our daily bread

Forgive us our sins VS We hope we may be forgiven
Save us from the time of trial vs Be with us in the time of trial
Deliverus from evil VS May we escape evil

“I would confess for all of us that our prayers often sound more like the list on
the right. God is not some strange whom we must approach timidly. We have the
liberty as children of God to say boldly what we have in our hearts, trusting God
will sift the wheat from chaff of our prayers.” (Stookey p.27)

Consider the prayer of Psalm 80

Give ear, O Shepherd of Israel, you who lead Joseph like a flock. You who are
enthroned upon the cherubim, shine forth before Ephraim and Benjamin and
Manasseh. Stir up you might, and come to save. Restore us, O God.

In his letter to the Ephesians, the Apostle Paul proclaims; “Because of Christ and
our faith in him, we can now come boldly and confidently into God’s presence
(3:12).

Hebrews also testifies; “Let us then approach God’s throne of grace with
confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need
(4:16).

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Friends, | urge you to join me to praying prayers with boldness and confidence. Let us approach the
throne of grace and speak our prayers to our God who eagerly awaits to pour out blessing upon blessing
to us. Let us not approach God with anemic prayers, assuming that God is stingy with blessings or
indifferent to our needs. Let us not permit our praying to ebb into a ‘maybe, possible, if you are willing’

We are invited to boldly approach God. Let’s take God’s word as right and good and true. Let us boldly
approach with confidence, praying powerful prayers that claim power, hope, healing, help, and

transformation that Scripture testifies to.
