In that old movie, Cowboys and Aliens, the town minister speaks about the
presence of God and says, “If you want God’s presence, you have to eamn it,
recognize it, and act on it!”

August 22, 2017

The annual mission study was conducted by Cathy Long and Judy
Satterfield. The 17 attendees came from Norfork (4), Mountain
Home (2) and Bull Shoals United Methodist Churches (11).

Participants enjoyed a continental breakfast and luncheon. A love
offering was taken and will be distributed to three mission
conferences.

Missionary Conferences
Judy Satterfield led the study for Missionary Conferences in the United States. A video was shown
explaining the history, ethnicity, and current missions of the 3 missionary conferences presently in the
United States.

1. Alaska Missionary Conference: There are less than 30 churches and are spread out and very diverse.
Mission programs serve seniors, the poor, people with special needs, and at risk youth.

2. Oklahoma Indian Missionary: This is the only missionary directed to Native Americans.

3. Red Bird Missionary: This mission serves southeast Kentucky and northern Tennessee. Red Bird

School provides educational needs to an area high in poverty.
Participants then made corn husks dolls similar to those sold in the mission’s craft shops.

Covenant Life
Cathy Long conducted the study on Living a Covenant Life. She explained that God is: 1) covenant maker,
2) covenant keeper, and 3) covenant equipper. Several covenants have been made between God and
humanity throughout history. These covenants were 1) Guidance & Law (2) Eternal Rule 3) Everlasting
Friendship 4) Redemption & Grace. Cathy proceeded to explain and give examples from the Bible of these
covenants.

God wants us to make time for commitment. This involves:
1. Prayer: we need to decide how often and how long to create a better relationship with God.
2. Advocacy: we need to decide how and where we are called to serve.
3. Intentional Growth: we need to decide what disciplines will be used and how often.
4. Community Life: we need to decide who we need to reach out to and deepen community life.
