CHAPEL-Seating for 150; stage area, PA system, projector, wi-fi 

3 PRIVATE CABINS-Double bed, sleeper couch, table & chairs, private bath  

3 CABINS-Capacity: 1 counselor and 10 campers each 

6 DORMS-Capacity: 2 counselors and 12 campers each 

CENTRAL SHOWER-Heated restroom facility with showers 

4 SHELTER HOUSES-For open air meetings, crafts, picnics, etc. 

RECREATIONAL FACILITIES-2 swimming pools (certified lifeguard is 

required), fishing, canoeing, nature trails, Frisbee golf, sand pit volleyball, tether 

ball, basketball court, miniature golf, gaga ball pit, Adventure Rec Challenge 

Course, 2 campfire pits, Slip ‘n Slide, primitive camping, 6 RV hook-ups. 

Dining Hall, Administration Building, Dorms, and Cabins have heating and 

air-conditioning. 

DIRECTIONS TO KAMP KEIRSEY: The camp is 3 miles east of Amsterdam, MO on Route 

J.  Take I-49 to Passaic exit 136 and follow Route F west 10 miles to Route J, then right on 

Route J for 1 mile.
