He went back and gave aid and advice to 

his fellows. As a final player went 

through the last wicket, the natives 

shouted together happily, “We won! We 

won!” 

      As the church family we also are 

called to this same attitude. We are a 

“team”. We strengthen each other, lift 

each other up in love, and kneel before 

God to find our help. May each of us keep 

close in our fellowship.
