     Charitable Contributions were discussed at our last Trust Foundation    Meeting. LǘΩǎ 
quite a common means to fund Charitable Contributions--especially regarding IRA 
distributions now that the provision that allowed for this in the tax code was made 
permanent last year.  

     For members over age 70 1/2 wanting to make charitable IRA contributions, the IRA 
account holder simply instructs his/her IRA custodian to make a distribution to the 
church and the check is distributed directly to the church. Under this mechanism, the IRA 
distribution is not taxable to the IRA account holder or the church--hence its popularity 
right now. 

     For charitable transfer of stock, the account holder will give his/her investment firm 
instructions to transfer a specific number of shares to the church. The donor gets an 
itemizable charitable contribution tax deduction on their tax return and does not need to 
recognize the gain on any appreciation in the shares as taxable income. 

     Members can designate how their contribution is to be used such as a particular                                                 
project, cause or to the general fund.
