In 1895 Jones opened a store at 

6th and Main in the River Mar-

ket neighborhood in Kansas 

City.  By 1902 Jones leased a 

massive 500,000-square-foot, 

seven-story building that took 

up an entire block at 12th Street 

and Main across the street from 

Bernheimer Bros. & Co. 

  The Jones Store changed 

hands numerous times in its 

history, finally being purchased 

by Macyôs.  On September 9, 

2006, The Jones Store Co. 

name was phased out in favor 

of the Macy's nameplate, mark-

ing the second entry for Macy's 

into Kansas City and the sec-

ond entry in Topeka. The origi-

nal Jones Store locations in-

cluded Downtown, Bannister 

Mall, Blue Ridge Mall, Metro 

North Mall, Oak Park Mall, 

Independence Center, Metcalf 

South, Town Center Plaza, 

Prairie Village Shopping Cen-

ter, and West Ridge Mall.  

    According to the 2010 U.S. 

Census, the city has a popula-

tion of 1,042 souls, represent-

ing 487 households and 262 

families.  Average household 

size is just 2 people.   

     The median age for this 

community is just over 48 

years.  This is due to the fact 

that over half of the population 

is over the age of 45, and only 

21.4% of residents are under 

the age of 18.  Over 94% of the 

city population is White, ren-

dering Stafford an aging, ho-

mogenous community. 

     Stafford has a thriving busi-

ness community and a lot of 

community pride.  You will be 

hard pressed to find an empty 

store building on Main Street.  

In fact, the community has tak-

en great pains in keeping the 

downtown area alive.  Two 

such projects would be the old 

Ritz Theater movie house and 

the Stafford Mercantile Variety 

Store.  The Ritz is owned by 

the city and shows films two 

weekends every month.  The 

Mercantile is owned by a local 

group of investors determined 

to keep the town alive.  It is 

home to an antique soda foun-

tain where you will find the 

only ñjerksò in town! 

     In Stafford you will find an 

active community life.  Each 

year you can count on four 

major events.   

  The first is Stafford's Annual 

Rodeo.  The Rodeo is held on 

the 2nd weekend in July 

(Friday and Saturday Nights).  

This event is put on by the Staf-

ford Saddle Club. Events in-

clude a Rodeo Parade, Bar-B-

Q, and City Wide Garage Sales.   

  The next event is the Stafford 

County 4-H Fair.  It is held the 

3rd week in July.  Events in-

clude a Fair Parade, Special 

Entertainment, and a free 

Chamber of Commerce Break-

fast.   

  The really BIG event is Ok-

toberfest.  This is held the 1st 

Saturday in October.  Many 

classes hold their class reunions 

at this time.  During this event 

you will find Craft Booths, a 

Street Dance, yet another Pa-

rade, as well as various Dis-

plays and Food Booths, plus 

Miscellaneous Stage Entertain-

ment.   

  The final big event of the year 

is the Stafford Community 

Christmas, which is held on the 

Second and Third Saturdays in 

December.  Expect to see 

Christmas Lights, Santa Land, 

enjoy Train, Wagon, and Taxi 

Rides, plus movies at the Ritz 

Theater. 

     Today, the community is 

served by an American Baptist, 

North American Baptist Con-

ference, Christian, United 

Church of Christ, and United 

Methodist Churches.  Each of 

these congregations are rela-

tively small.  Despite all these 

churches, there is a tremendous 

need for an evangelical work in 

Stafford.  In 2010, 43.2% of all 

residents in Stafford County 

claimed no religious affiliation 

what so ever.  This is an in-

crease by about 25% since 

2000, so the need is great! 

  Please pray for people of 

peace to be discovered.  Please 

pray that God would establish a 

number of home Bible studies.  

Please pray for a church planter 

and that God would start a new 

church in Stafford. 

Focus On Stafford 
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  The starting of  new churches is 

one of the major goals of the 

Central Baptist Association.  

Currently, there are eight coun-

ties in our Association area that 

do not have a Southern Baptist 

Church in them.  Whatôs more, 

most of the communities in these 

eight counties do not have any 

kind of evangelical witness in 

them.  With that in mind, each 

issue of Connect will strive to 

focus on one of these unreached 

communities. 

  This issueôs focus city is Staf-

ford.  Stafford is a beautiful, 

bucolic small town located off of 

U. S. Highway 50, and just 8 

miles East of U.S. Highway 281.  

The town lies just some 13 miles 

south of the Quivira National 

Wildlife Refuge and the Little 

Salt Marsh.  Founded in 1878, 

the entire community was de-

stroyed by a large tornado just 

four years later in 1882.  Within 

one year the hardy folks of Staf-

ford had rebuilt.  The town was 

later incorporated as a city in 

1885. 

     One interesting piece of Staf-

ford history would be the Jones 

Store.  The Jones Store Company 

was an American chain of de-

partment stores located mostly in 

the Kansas City area.  The Jones 

Store Company was founded in 

1887 as an 800-foot store in Staf-



they were meant for each other.
