Communion Wafers Ingredients: 1 c. butter, softened, 1/2 c. + 2 Tbsp. sugar, 2 c. flour, salt
Directions: Cream butter and sugar. Add flour and dash of salt. Mix well and chill about 20
minutes. Roll out to 1/8 inch thickness and cut into 1 inch squares or circles. If desired,
make a cross on each wafer. Bake on ungreased cookie sheet in 300 degree oven for
about 10 minutes or until golden browned. This makes about 260 wafers.
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
