The mission continues…God is not finished 
with us yet! On the cross, Jesus said, “It is 
finished,” not “I am finished.”  Jesus completed the work of 
redemption and salvation, but now it is our mission to make Him 
known to a lost and dying world.  

Spiritual blindness is rampant in our land.  It is not merely 
spiritual vision impairment, but it is total and utter blindness – 
total darkness to spiritual matters.

Blindness is blinding!  

I Peter 2:9 tells us that God is calling people “out of darkness into 
His marvelous light.” Just like the blind beggar that Jesus healed 
or the arrogant Saul on the Damascus Road, God wants to take 
away our blindness, our hardness, our callousness and replace it 
with His glorious light. Jesus said in John 9:39: “For judgment I 
have come into this world, so that the blind will see and those 
who see will become blind.”  

Pray with me: “Lord, please take away our blindness. Help us to 
continue Your mission to the multitudes of spiritually blind around 
us. Give people the heart to see and the grace to repent. Begin 
with us, Lord. In Jesus’ name, Amen!”
