
I Corinthians 4:20 says, “The kingdom of God 
is not a matter of talk but of power. 
Throughout the Book of Acts, we see God’s supernatural power. The 
definition of supernatural is “of a manifestation or event attributed to 
some force beyond scientific understanding or the laws of nature.” Our 
Great God, who created science and nature, reserves the right to 
contradict the laws of nature as He wishes. 

So the question is - are we experiencing God’s power? Francis Chan 
writes: “Without the Holy Spirit, people operate in their own strength 
and only accomplish human-size results. The church becomes 
irrelevant when it becomes purely a human creation. We are not all we 
were made to be when everything in our lives and churches can be 
explained apart from the work and presence of the Spirit of God…The 
Spirit is more obviously active in places where people are desperate for 
Him, humbled before Him, and not distracted by their pursuit of wealth 
or comforts (like we are.)” 

Are we desperate for the Spirit of the Living God? The late A.W. Tozer 
wrote, “If the Holy Spirit was withdrawn from the church today, 95 
percent of what we do would go on and no one would know the 
difference. If the Holy Spirit had been withdrawn from the [early] New 
Testament church, 95 percent of what they did would stop, and 
everybody would know the difference.” 

Pray with me – “Spirit of the living God, fall fresh on me. Have Your 
way, O Lord. We need You more than ever. We pray for Your manifest 
presence in our lives. Be glorified Lord. Be pleased to dwell among us. 
Amen.”
