Add beads in this order:
blue, white, gold, green,
yellow, red, black, orange

2. Tie the ends so the bracelet
fits your wrist. Place a dot
of nail polish to secure the
knot. Trim excess string.

3. Asyou pray, use the bead
colors as reminders of Jesus
words (see Matthew 6:9-13):

¢ blue = the Father

 white = God’s holiness

¢ gold = God’s kingdom

* green = the earth

¢ yellow = wheat (bread)

¢ red = Christ’s blood
(forgiveness)

* black = temptation

* orange = God’s power
to deliver
