4.7 Board of Property

4.7.1 Constituency and Term of Office

4.7.1.1 The Board of Property shall be composed of four (4) elected members.

4.7.1.2 The term of office shall be two (2) years with one (1) member elected annually.

4.7.2 Duties, Specific

4.7.2.1 This board shall be responsible for the physical property of the congregation and shall keep it in good condition and repair.  
4.7.2.2 It shall be empowered to engage such custodians and services as are required for the proper maintenance of the church property.  
4.7.2.3 It shall transact such business and contracts as assigned to it by the Voter’s Assembly.  

4.7.2.4 It shall have the power to draw on the church treasury to an amount of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) in excess of budgeted funds for emergency needs.  For amounts above this limit, the board shall bring the matter to the attention of the Church Council for review and the Voter’s Assembly for approval.

4.7.2.5 It shall make an annual inspection of the congregation’s property and take or recommend corrective action for deficiencies noted. The inspection shall cover buildings and equipment, including computer hardware and software, and landscaped and paved areas and associated lighting.

4.7.2.6 This board shall be responsible for the security of the physical property of the congregation. It shall control the distribution of keys and prepare guidelines regarding their use, the unlocking and locking of doors prior to and after services, meetings, and events and the proper use of security lighting and alarm systems.
