
On July 15, 2012 during my 

sermon, I dropped a bomb-

shell on the congregation.  

This past January, I an-

nounced that Emily and I had 

the possibility of not being 

able to have children and that 

we were entering into the 

adoption process.  Now 7 

months later, we are planning 

the birth of our own child.  

We are going to be the birth 

parents of our child, who will 

be adopted into God’s family 

through Water and Word. 

Now after much confusion 

(even though I thought my 

sermon was clear!), I want to 

clear up some myths and facts 

about infertility. We’ve heard 

several of these things said to 

us and clearly they are not 

helpful and in some cases 

very hurtful. 

The biggest myth we’ve 

heard is this: “Just relax and 

it will solve infertility.”  

Here is the fact:  “Looking at 

statistics about causes of in-

fertility, we can see about 80-

85% of the time, doctors find 

a diagnosable medical cause, 

for which no amount of re-

laxation will help.  And in 

cases of unexplained infer-

tility, often the problem is 

due to a factor such as chro-

mosomal abnormalities that 

are impossible to discover 

through a routine workup.  

Chronic stress and fatigue 

do alter hormones, but most 

fertility drugs can compen-

sate in cases where hor-

mones fall outside of normal 

ranges.  Those who tell fer-

tility patients to “just relax” 

actually make it more diffi-

cult for them to do so.  Infer-

tility is most likely to cause 

stress then be caused by 

stress.” 

Another myth: “Adoption 

cures infertility.” 

Fact: “Of those adoptive 

families who have experi-

enced infertility, approxi-

mately half have endured 

medical treatment for an 

average of three years prior 

to adopting.  It has been esti-

mated that between 5 and 14 

% of couples who quit treat-

ment and pursue adoption 

eventually go on to con-

ceive.  That’s about the 

same percentage who quit 

treatment, choose not to 

adopt, and subsequently 

conceive.  The “just adopt” 

advice is a variation on the 

“just relax” theme.  The idea 

behind it is that if a couple 

stops thinking about getting 

pregnant, it will happen. 

Myth: “Infertility is the 

same thing as sterility, and 

it’s rather rare.” 

Fact: “Sterility is the com-

plete inability to reproduce; 

infertility is “subfertility” or 

impaired fertility.  A sterile 

person cannot reproduce; 

about 65% of those who 

seek treatment for infertility 

will eventually go on to 

have a baby.”

A Pastor friend of 
mine used to say, ñDo all the 
good you can, wherever you 
can, as long as you can!ò
