Police raided the apartment in June after 

neighbors complained of unusual behavior among frequent 

nighttime visitors. Police arrested the priest and hospitalized 

him to detox him from the drugs he had ingested, according to 

the newspaper. He was taken in for questioning, presumably 

on drugs charges, as gay sex is legal in Vatican City.
