A LIGHT THAT REVEALS

a. This, then, is the judgment: the light has come into the world, and
people loved darkness rather than the light because their deeds were
evil. 20 For everyone who practices wicked things hates the light and
avoids it, so that his deeds may not be exposed. 21 But anyone who
lives by the truth comes to the light, so that his works may be shown to
be accomplished by God.” John 3:19-21 (HCSB)

b. No creature is hidden from Him, but all things are naked and exposed
to the eyes of Him to whom we must give an account. Heb 4:13
(HCSB)

a. The Lord is my light and my salvation—........ Psalms 27:1 (HCSB)

b. Then Jesus spoke to them again: “I am the light of the world. Anyone
who follows Me will never walk in the darkness but will have the light
of life. "John 8:12 (HCSB)

c. | have come as a light into the world, so that everyone who believes in
Me would not remain in darkness.John 12:46 (HCSB)

I. Through the tender mercy of our God; whereby the dayspring
from on high hath visited us, 79 To give light to them that sit in
darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet into the
way of peace. Luke 1:78-79 (KJV)
