1. 1605 ekplḗssō (from 1537 /ek, "wholly out," intensifying 

4141 /plḗssō, "to strike") – properly, "strike out of one's 
senses" (BAGD), i.e. with the outcome of being utterly 
amazed (dumbfounded) or left "at a loss" from 
witnessing the incredible (causing the viewer to gape in 
astonishment). 

III. THEIR REASON

i. Taught them as One having Authority 
1. (a) power, authority, weight, especially: moral authority, 

influence, (b) in a quasi-personal sense, derived from 
later Judaism, of a spiritual power, and hence of an 
earthly power.

authority.
