I have completed sermon and worshipping planning for the remainder of the year. In the 
upcoming weeks, I will begin to work on sermon and worshipping planning for January 
2020.  Before I get too far ahead of myself, I need to share with you some thoughts I have 
related to November 2019.  On Sunday, November 3, 2019 we will observe All Saints Sunday. 
This will be a special time of worship in which we will celebrate and remember our members 
who died after All Saints Sunday 2018. The choir will lead us in the Traditional Venue, and I 
am anticipating that God will use them to bless us in a mighty way. 
 
Secondly, l need to remind you that on this same Sunday that Daylight Saving Time ends. We 
will be able to regain that hour of sleep that we lost on March 10, 2019. It will get darker 
earlier, and remain darker longer. These are signs that winter is approaching. I guess the 
weather will also change. Maybe it will become colder. This will mean we turn on our 
furnaces. It will also mean higher heating bills. So, we need to prepare for winter. 
 
Thirdly, we will also need to begin to prepare for Advent and Christmas. Advent begins after 
Thanksgiving Sunday, December 1, 2019. Because of the way that the calendar is working this 
year, we will do something different as we prepare our worship spaces for Advent and 
Christmas. When we conclude worship on Sunday, November 24 in the Contemporary Venue, 
in the Family Worship Center, we will begin to decorate it. We are inviting the members who 
worship in this venue to assist us. Therefore, we need to wear casual clothing.   
 
As we are decorating the Family Worship Center, the African Venue should be completing 
their time of worship. They are to also dress casually on this Sunday because when they 
complete worship, the will begin to decorate the Sanctuary. Also we anticipate by the time 
they complete worship, members from the Traditional Venue should have finished their 
lunch.  Because they also wore casual clothing, they may return to the Sanctuary to assist the 
African Venue. We are anticipating that the Latino Venue will decorate the chapel as they did 
last year. Then our worship spaces will be ready so that we may better celebrate the Advent 
and the Christmas seasons.  
 
As we move into November, we will move from the ending of Daylight Saving Time to the 
decorating our worship spaces for Advent and Christmas. Sunday, November 24, 2019, the 
Sunday before Thanksgiving will be casual Sunday because we will have worship to do. Please 
join us. The more of us who are working, the quicker we may finish.
