As promised, the second question posed last month in my Proclaim snippet was: in worship, “what will draw 
me closer to Him?” 
As much as I thoroughly enjoy it, I infrequently go to see a Broadway show on tour.  The characters come to 
life and I revel in the surprising, heavily involved plot twists, and of course the music.  The anticipation of the 
evening is exciting as is the sticker shock of the ticket price. 
In John 10:10 we read that He has come to give us life and life abundantly. A fullness that can not be substi-
tuted outside of Him.  Not only did Jesus come to earth so we may have fellowship and communion with the 
Father, but also to partake in this abundant life.  It has been my experience that when I witness His presence 
and Him moving in my life, I’m drawn closer to Him, His ways and His Word. Most often this requires an ac-
tion of faith on my part to pursue His presence in worship, in faith.  Might I add, I’m never left without - only 
wanting more. 
Being drawn closer to Him should not rest on my personal preferences, for those can be carnal.  My focus 
must remain on Him and Him alone and He keeps me wanting more of His peace, comfort,  security, joy, etc. 
 
At the Broadway show, I expect to get my money’s worth from the perfor-
mance.  There’s an expectation that the singers will be dynamite, there will 
be no technical difficulties and the ticket price will be justified.  So, knowing 
that Jesus has given His life for us, how can we show gratitude? In  living 
a life of worship. Can God the Father expect pure worship from us in   
exchange for the life sacrificed for us? Let’s ask him for an awareness 
and deeper revelation of His goodness that we may be drawn closer to 
Him.
