Have a minimum of a Bachelor’s Degree and accredited seminary training, Master’s Degree (or
higher) from an accredited seminary is preferred

Have a minimum of 6 years of pastoral experience in congregational preaching and teaching
Responsible for managing all administrative functions and organizational leadership development
Oversees the compilation of the church budget, assures that checks and balances are in place and
assures adherence to the same

Be an effective communicator and demonstrate the ability to prepare and deliver biblically sound
sermons and lessons

Lead by example and work cooperatively with the ministers, officers, administrative staff, and
congregants to achieve agreed upon goals and objectives

Effectively and timely handle conflicts within the church and any disciplinary issues that may
arise

Avrticulate a vision for the church that emphasizes spiritual growth and development with a focus
on the youth and young adult population
