Report on Next Summerõs Disciples Summer Mission Trip 

Chelsea & Shawn had no words as they drove around the town of  Denham Springs and saw all the piles of debris 
on every street. 93% of the town was flooded so there was devastation everywhere! To imagine that one day your 
home & your belongings are óperfectlyô in place and the next they are ruined and in a heaping pile on your front 
lawn.  
 
An estimated 60,000 homes were flooded, and in some communities as much 
as 90% of the homes took in 2-4 feet of water.  With the help of many different 
organizations (They worked with Operation Blessing) most of the houses have 

been ómucked outô & the interiors are demoed down to bare studs. But the task of long term 
rebuilding is where the communities will really need help!! The enormity of rebuilding from such a 
loss is daunting, and some things are impossible to replace, but with volunteers for the flood relief 
effort, we can make it a little easier for these communities.  

 
Shawn is happy to announce that the FCC Youth will be joining the Disciples Summer Mission  this 
summer in Baton Rouge for their mission trip. The DSM dates are July 3rd thru 7th. As in previous 
years we will go a little early or stay a little longer so we can take in a little of the culture. More 
details will be provided as they are available.
