Our Food Pantry distributes baskets on Thursdays, from 9

to 11:45 a.m. There are no income restrictions, but you must
reside in Show Low, Linden, Pinedale, Clay Springs, White
Mountain Lakes, or the “Y” area of Vernon. You are eligible for
a full basket once per calendar month and can get bread and
produce (when available) on other Thursdays. Bring a photo ID every time and
verification of address (utility bill or government document) on your first visit.

A volunteer is needed to pick up bread donations twice a week (Wednesdays
& Saturdays) for the food pantry. A covered pickup or van is helpful to hold
the trays (can be up to 25+). Contact Kathi Zucker for details.
