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No Other Gospel 

 
While there have been several varieties of religion and belief systems circulating in 

the world in historical and modern eras, there are two major doctrines in the Bible 

that all other views must be filtered through. 

1. That there is only One God.  There is not a trinity in the Word of 

God.  Jesus Christ was God manifested in the flesh. [Isaiah 

44:24, Isaiah 45:5, Mark 12:29-30, John 1:10,14] 

2. Repentance, baptism in the name of Jesus and the infilling of the 

Holy Ghost with the evidence of speaking in other tongues is the 

Gospel [Acts 2:38, Acts 4:12, Acts 19] 

The Gospel that was preached on the Day of Pentecost is unchanging.  It’s the only 

scriptural method of salvation and must be followed.  The Apostle Paul was very 

adamant that we should not blend or join to religions and churches that do not 

hold to this Gospel.  Our conversion marks a change in the way we handle the 

Word of God.  We cannot keep the power and victory of the Holy Ghost unless we 

separate from false doctrines and false teachers. 

But though we, or an angel from heaven, 

preach any other gospel unto you than that 

which we have preached unto you, let him 

be accursed.  [Galatians 1:8] 
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Let’s Talk!

“religion” is different, what would you say? 
Discuss as a family a simple way to explain 
the gospel to those who don’t know. 

Have each member choose a 
verse from those mentioned 
in this devotional and commit 
it to memory. Take about 
five minutes to quietly study 
the verses and then see who 
can quote their verse from 
memory.
