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Madison Presbyterian Endowment 

Our very own Madison Presbyterian Endowment was recently established and formally announced.   The goal 
is to now grow the Endowment.  The Board of Trustees is responsible for investing previously given funds and 
inviting new gifts to ensure perpetuity of Madison Presbyterian.  

The Board of Trustees’ Investment Team, chaired by Connie Huntington, including Janet Castor and Dick 
McCracken, partnered with Financial Advisor, Teresa Knear-Bell, Northwestern Mutual, to determine 
investment strategy. 

As endowment investments are long-term by definition, the Trustees chose an “aggressive growth” model 
with the goal to achieve a 6% - 7% annualized rate of return.  Risk is assumed to achieve growth. 

The investment vehicle offered by Northwestern Mutual is its Signature Portfolio, which offers a variety of 
investment choices from “conservative” to “very aggressive.”  The “aggressive growth” model is not the 
highest risk choice.  The Signature Portfolio offers a multitude of mutual funds each managed by the Russell 
Group.  The service cost is a flat annual fee of 1.35%, which will be reduced after $100,000 is invested. 
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Last fall I decided to put tulip bulbs in the ground.  I was looking forward to the potential of 
all the color and beauty of their spring display.  You see, in Texas tulips are very difficult to 
grow.  You have to keep them in your freezer for several months, plant them at just the 
right time, and then more than likely you will only get one year of life from them.  
So in this totally different climate and with great expectations, I planted the bulbs, lots of 
them.  I was thrilled to see them start to break through the ground several weeks ago. Life 
was coming forth.  Each new day they got taller and taller.  It was going to be spectacular 
until one morning I went out to admire their growth only to find deer had eaten them 
down to the ground.  I called Sheri out and we just stood there looking at the remnants. 
 

“Any chance they will survive?” I asked. 
“I don’t know.  It doesn’t look good,” was the reply. 
 

Sometimes in life we feel like we have been chewed up.  We wonder if we 
are going to survive and, if so, how well.   
 

Easter brings us the message that in Christ the answers to our questions of 
survival are “Yes.”  The resurrection speaks to us of 
new life.  It also speaks of an abundant life ahead.  
All of us can use that strong word of life from time 
to time.  This year, let your heart and spirit hear 
the Good News of life, new life, and abundant life.  
Christ is risen!  Christ is risen, indeed!

A $50,000 minimum initial investment was recently 
made, which will be followed by regular and routine 
monthly investments of the Endowment cash 
balance.  The course chosen is “dollar cost 
averaging,” as opposed to market timing. 

Going forward the Trustees will provide a quarterly 
tracking report of Endowment Funds.

MUSICAL NOTES 
 

Psalm-singing has long been a part of our Christian 
heritage.  Indeed, the Psalms are perhaps the first 
hymnbook, sung by the people of Israel long before the 
birth of Christ.  Their poetic construction makes them 
particularly easy to sing in contrast to the prose 
construction of much of the rest of Scripture.  Often we 
sing Psalms as congregational hymns.  For instance, “A 
Mighty Fortress” is a metrical paraphrase of Psalm 
46.  “Our God Our Help in Ages Past” is loosely based on 
Psalm 90.  In other instances, the Psalms are used as 
source material for choir anthems.  The anthem setting of 
verses of Psalm 122 by Charles Hubert Hastings Parry 
(linked below) is a particular favorite of mine.  I’ve 
enjoyed playing the organ accompaniment and singing 
either of the tenor lines (There are two!) on various 
occasions.  This is a work that is often sung at weddings 
involving English royalty and has been sung at the 
coronations of three of their monarchs.  I hope you enjoy 
the video.
