Over the season of Lent we have been 
looking at our Membership Covenant: 
Prayers, Presence, Gifts, Service, and 
Witness. Our Membership Covenant 
is a covenant between each of us and 
the church. This is only one covenant 
to which we belong.  
   

Several covenants are found in the 
Bible. Godôs covenant with Noah 
(Gen 9) as seen in the symbol of the 
Rainbow was that God would never 
again destroy the world by flood. 
Then Godôs covenant with Abraham 
(Gen 12-17) and Moses (Exodus 
19:24) established a Promised Land 
and that we would be Godôs people. 
This covenant is seen during Baptism. 
Godôs covenant to David (2 Samuel 7) 
promises a time of peace and justice. 
    

At Easter we are reminded of Godôs 
New Covenant. We find this  
mentioned at the Last/Lordôs Supper 
(Mark 14, Matthew 26, 1 Corinthians 
11, and Luke 22) and reinforced every  
time we take Communion. ñAnd he 
took a cup, and gave thanks, and gave  
 
 

to them, saying, óDrink this all of you; 
for this is my blood of the covenant, 
which is poured out for you and for 
many for the forgiveness of sins.ôò 
(Matthew 26:28-29) 
   

Godôs New Covenant is made full in the 
Resurrection of Jesus. We are set free to 
be Easter People. His sacrificial work 
made eternal life possible. Godôs cost 
was high and his covenant is strong. 
    

In response to Godôs New Covenant we 
make covenants as well. Many of us 
made covenants to God during Lent. We 
gave up something or added a spiritual 
discipline into our lives. We also made a 
covenant to one another and BUMC in 
our Membership Covenant. We promised 
our Prayers, Presence, Gifts, Service, and 
Witness.  
     

It is in keeping our covenants with one 
another and with God that makes us the 
Body of Christ redeemed by his blood. 
May we truly go out into the world to 
love and serve one another. May we truly 
be one with Christ, one with each other, 
and one in ministry to all the world, until 
Christ comes in final victory and we 
feast at his heavenly banquet.
