Service of Corporate Confession and Absolution

During this Lenten season we have heard our Lord's call to intensify our
struggle against sin, death, and the devil—all that prevents us from
trusting in God and loving each other. Since it is our intention to receive
the Holy Supper of our Lord Jesus Christ on this night when He instituted
this blessed meal for our salvation, it is proper that we complete our
Lenten discipline by diligently examining ourselves, as St. Paul urges us to
do. This holy Sacrament has been instituted for the special comfort of
those who are troubled because of their sin and who humbly confess
their sins, fear God's wrath, and hunger and thirst for righteousness.
