Finally , I want to share a few stories that have really touched me: 
#1:  A person is not really ready to live until he is ready to die. It 

was a dark night in Marshfield, October 24, 1852. Daniel Webster was   
dying. He was ready. His physician, a very sensitive man named Dr. 
Jeffries had ministered as much medicine as he could and as was         
practically possible. He realized that death was near and he chose to be a 
friend rather than a physician at that moment and he picked up an old 
rather well-worn hymn book that Webster had often sung from and he 
chose to read the words of one of his favorite hymns:  

 
ñThere is a fountain filled with blood drawn from Immanuel's veins.  

               And sinners plunged beneath that flood lose all their guilty stains.ò  
 
He read every stanza. When he got to the last, Webster's lips were 

moving, though no sound came: 
 
ñWhen this poor lisping, stammering tongue lies silent in the grave,  

             Then in a nobler, sweeter song, I'll sing thy power to save. 
I'll sing thy power to save, I'll sing thy power to save.ò 
 
And as he looked at Webster, their eyes met, and Webster uttered 

three final words: ñAmen, Amen, Amen!ò 
 
#2:  I came across a story about a woman who was diagnosed with 

a rare form of pancreatic cancer, which is a pretty terminal condition. Her 
doctor tried treating it with radiation. That didnôt work. So, they tried       
chemotherapy, and that didnôt work. The woman was distraught knowing 
that she faced imminent death. So, she asked the Doctor if there was     
anything else she could do. He suggested that she seek an alternative 
method of treatment that entailed immersing in a natural hot springs three 
times a day and then mud packing her entire body with mud. She was  
overjoyed with hope and said to the doctor, "Do you think this will really 
help? Could this be the cure?" The Doctor responded, "At this point you 
have nothing to lose. The hot baths will feel good, and if nothing else the 
mud packs will help you get used to the dirt.!" How quickly her joy turned to 
grief! 

The morale of the story is this: We donôt have to get used to the 
dirt! The grave is not our home. As believers in Christ we have a glorious 
hope given to us by the resurrection.
