MEAL TO MEAL: THE PASSOVER TO THE LORD’S SUPPER

This evening, we recall a meal that the Lord God has prepared with His own hands. It is a holy

feast that nourishes our faith and restores our souls. It is a rich feast purchased with the most costly

coin, the Son of God. Today, we eat and drink and remember and give humble thanks. Other holy
meals have brought us to this feast; all meals provided by the hands of the Holy One. This day, we
remember the Passover meal and the blood of the lamb on the doorposts that protected from the
angel of death. We remember the day of Passover and the lamb because it points to the Lamb of
God who takes away the sin of the world. It points us to this holy feast of His body and blood. But
there is one more, one greater feast yet to come—the marriage feast of the Lamb in His kingdom
which has no end. A feast provided by the hands of the Lord God. A feast enjoyed in the presence
of the Lamb in the courts of His heaven. A greater feast indeed!
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+ CORPORATE CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION +

In the name of the Father and of the + Son and of the Holy Spirit.

I will go to the altar of God,

to God my exceeding joy.

Our help is in the name of the Lord,
who made heaven and earth.

During this Lenten season we have heard our Lord’s call to intensify our struggle against
sin, death, and the devil—all that prevents us from trusting in God and loving each other.
Since it is our intention to receive the Holy Supper of our Lord Jesus Christ on this night
when He instituted this blessed meal for our salvation, it is proper that we complete our
Lenten discipline by diligently examining ourselves, as St. Paul urges us to do. This Holy
Sacrament has been instituted for the special comfort of those who are troubled because of
their sin and who humbly confess their sins, fear God’s wrath, and hunger and thirst for
righteousness.

But when we examine our hearts and consciences, we find nothing in us but sin and death,
from which we are incapable of delivering ourselves. Therefore, our Lord Jesus Christ has
had mercy on us. For our benefit, He became man so that He might fulfill for us the whole
will and law of God and, to deliver us, took upon Himself our sin and the punishment we
deserve.
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So that we may more confidently believe this and be strengthened in the faith and in holy
living, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread, broke it, and gave it to His disciples and said:
“Take, eat; this is My body, which is given for you.” It is as if He said, “I became man,
and all that I do and suffer is for your good. As a pledge of this, I give you My body to
eat.”

In the same way also He took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying: “Drink of
it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you for the
forgiveness of sins.” Again, it is as if He said, “I have had mercy on you by taking into
Myself all your iniquities. I give Myself into death, shedding My blood to obtain grace and
forgiveness of sins, and to comfort and establish the new testament, which gives
forgiveness and everlasting salvation. As a pledge of this, I give you My blood to drink.”

Therefore, whoever eats this bread and drinks this cup, confidently believing this Word
and promise of Christ, dwells in Christ and Christ in him and has eternal life.

We should also do this in remembrance of Him, showing His death—that He was
delivered for our offenses and raised for our justification. Giving Him our most heartfelt
thanks, we take up our cross and follow Him and, according to His commandment, love
one another as He has loved us. As our Lord this night exemplified this love by washing
His disciples’ feet, so we by our words and actions serve one another in love. For we are
all one bread and one body, even as we are all partakers of this one bread and drink from
the one cup. For just as the one cup is filled with wine of many grapes and one bread made
from countless grains, so also we, being many, are one body in Christ. Because of Him,
we love one another, not only in word, but in deed and in truth.

May the almighty and merciful God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, by His Holy
Spirit, accomplish this in us.
Amen.

Having heard the Word of God, let us confess our sins, imploring God our Father for the
sake of His Son, Jesus Christ, to grant us forgiveness.
Amen.

O almighty God, merciful Father,

I, a poor, miserable sinner, confess unto You all my sins and iniquities with which I
have ever offended You and justly deserved Your temporal and eternal punishment.
But I am heartily sorry for them and sincerely repent of them, and I pray You of
Your boundless mercy and for the sake of the holy, innocent, bitter sufferings and
death of Your beloved Son, Jesus Christ, to be gracious and merciful to me, a poor,
sinful being.

God be merciful to you and strengthen your faith.
Amen.

P In the stead and by the command of my Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in the
name of the Father and of the + Son and of the Holy Spirit.

OLD TESTAMENT READING Exodus 12:1-14

The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, 2 “This month shall be for you
the beginning of months. It shall be the first month of the year for you. 3 Tell all the
congregation of Israel that on the tenth day of this month every man shall take a
lamb according to their fathers’ houses, a lamb for a household.  And if the household is
too small for a lamb, then he and his nearest neighbor shall take according to the number
of persons; according to what each can eat you shall make your count for the lamb. ° Your
lamb shall be without blemish, a male a year old. You may take it from the sheep or from
the goats, ®and you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month, when the whole
assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill their lambs at twilight.

7“Then they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel
of the houses in which they eat it. 8 They shall eat the flesh that night, roasted on the fire;



with unleavened bread and bitter herbs they shall eat it. * Do not eat any of it raw or boiled
in water, but roasted, its head with its legs and its inner parts. '° And you shall let none of
it remain until the morning; anything that remains until the morning you shall burn. ! In
this manner you shall eat it: with your belt fastened, your sandals on your feet, and your
staff in your hand. And you shall eat it in haste. It is the LORD’s Passover. > For I will
pass through the land of Egypt that night, and I will strike all the firstborn in the land of
Egypt, both man and beast; and on all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am
the LORD. 3 The blood shall be a sign for you, on the houses where you are. And when I
see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague will befall you to destroy you, when I
strike the land of Egypt. '# This day shall be for you a memorial day, and you shall keep
it as a feast to the Lord; throughout your generations, as a statute forever, you shall keep
it as a feast.”

EPISTLE 1 Corinthians 5:6-8

®Your boasting is not good. Do you not know that a little leaven leavens the whole
lump? 7 Cleanse out the old leaven that you may be a new lump, as you really are
unleavened. For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed. 8Let us therefore
celebrate the festival, not with the old leaven, the leaven of malice and evil, but with the
unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.

HOLY GOSPEL Mark 14:12-25

P The Holy Gospel according to St. Mark, the fourteenth chapter.
C Glory to You, O Lord.

12 And on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they sacrificed the Passover lamb,
his [Jesus’] disciples said to Him, “Where will You have us go and prepare for You to eat
the Passover?” !> And He sent two of His disciples and said to them, “Go into the city,
and a man carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him, '#and wherever he enters,
say to the master of the house, ‘The Teacher says, Where is My guest room, where [ may
eat the Passover with My disciples?’ 1° And he will show youa large upper room
furnished and ready; there prepare for us.” '® And the disciples set out and went to the
city and found it just as He had told them, and they prepared the Passover.

17 And when it was evening, He came with the twelve. '® And as they were reclining at
table and eating, Jesus said, “Truly, I say to you, one of you will betray Me, one who is
eating with Me.” !° They began to be sorrowful and to say to Him one after another, “Is
it 1?” 29 He said to them, “It is one of the twelve, one who is dipping bread into the dish
with Me. 2! For the Son of Man goes as it is written of Him, but woe to that man by whom
the Son of Man is betrayed! It would have been better for that man if he had not been
born.”
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22 And as they were eating, He took bread, and after blessing it broke it and gave it to
them, and said, “Take; this is My body.” 2* And He took a cup, and when He had given
thanks He gave it to them, and they all drank of it. >* And He said to them, “This is
My blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many. 2> Truly, I say to you, I will not
drink again of the fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it new in the kingdom of
God.”

NICENE CREED

C
