Find a quiet place, and then pray, 

“Jesus, I want to know you better 

than I already do. Every time I 

read the Bible, I want it to draw 

me closer to you.”

L O V E  I T !

(GETTING CLOSER TO JESUS)

Here’s something Jesus said 

that we can take to heart. “You 

are the light of the world—like a 

city on a hilltop that cannot be 

hidden” (Matthew 5:14). He’s 

not hoping you’ll be a light in the 

world—he already knows you are 

a light in the world because you 

carry Jesus in you. Today, when 

things look a little dark, remind 

yourself: “I have the light of the 

world in me.”
