just as you also are doing. 
 
 Rich Wood and I were talking recently and he mentioned a book he came across  
entitled ‘What’s Right with the Church?’  As he described it, I was intrigued and ordered the 
book as soon as we parted ways.  It hasn’t arrived yet, but the title and the idea stuck with 
me.  I think probably because I have a character flaw that tends to dwell on the one thing that 
needs attention, and not the nine that are going very well.  Please forgive me.   
 The book hasn’t arrived yet but in a way I don’t need it.  With new and refreshed 
eyes, I have been looking and listening around the church – it isn’t hard to find what is going 
well.  As I passed by the church benevolence office this morning, I overheard a warm, 
friendly voice talking with someone that came to the church seeking assistance.  Your tithes 
and offerings provided help to someone who was hurting, but that wasn’t the best part.  The 
conversation ended with, ‘Would it be OK if I prayed for you?’  That’s something very right 
with the church. 
 We recently had a Missions and Outreach meeting – I am always overwhelmed by 
them!   Did you know we support home grown missionaries across the country (Arkansas 
and Utah) and around the world (Kosovo, Romania, India ,along with an incredible                  
Operation Christmas Child program)?  We help feed the hungry, (Meals on Wheels, Mission 
Jonesboro, CUOC, Operation Round-Up, and the Bread Basket), house the homeless (the 
Homeless Shelter and Family Promise), and provide for medical needs, (Highway to           
Healing, and Helping Hands Clinic).  All done humbly in the name of Jesus and for His           
glory!  That’s a lot right with the church!   Please forgive me if I have forgotten one.   
 At the same meeting, I told the members of the committee about an unusual                
opportunity to provide ten Bibles, in Swahili, to a struggling church in Kenya.  This church 
has 130 members but only five Bibles.  After a little discussion, and a few follow up emails, 
they generously committed to twenty Bibles!  Can you imagine the thankful hands that will 
hold those Bibles?  People we will never know, this side of heaven.   That’s something very 
right with the church. 
 I have been overwhelmed by the Palm Sunday and Easter services as so many shared 
their gifts in order to bless the heart of our Lord, and His people.  Drama, music, storytelling 
– all done with a desire for excellence as an offering to our King!  And choir…words fall 
short!  I would break out in song but I am afraid that would have exactly the opposite effect I 
was looking for.  You have led us in worship!     
 I have been incredibly blessed as we have turned our vision outward and invited the 
community to share a meal. Each night we have doubled our new friends, and just a few 
minutes ago a couple left my office that desires to join the church in the next few weeks.  
Why?  Because we opened our church, and our hearts, and shared a meal with them.  I about 
cried as I entered the fellowship hall and every guest had a church member next to them, 
sharing dinner, and life.   
 There really is so much more.  I know we must always be careful to ‘not let our left 
hand know what our right hand is doing’ but it is also important to encourage one another.  
Church, you have been an incredible encourager to me!  There is so much right with this 
church!  May we continue for His sake and His glory!
